28, 2014 in the Council Chambers of Sartell City Hall. Mayor Perske called the meeting to order at 7:03
p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

AGENDA REVIEW AND ADOPTION

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCIL MEMBER HENNES AND SECONDED BY MEMBER PETERSON
APPROVING THE AGENDA AS AMENDED. THE MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

SPECIAL PRESENTATION

Executive Director for St. Cloud YMCA, Greg Gack, presented a power point presentation on the vision,
construction, fundraising and suggested amenities for a new community/aquatics center to be located
in the area of St. Cloud’s Whitney Center. Mr. Gack answered Council’s questions on the future plans
for the new center and the existing YMCA.

OPEN FORUM/PUBLIC COMMENT

Garrett Weston, 500 22" Avenue North, Sartell, expressed concern of one ingress/egress from the
Avalon Village Development and noted that approving Avalon 8 will only increase the amount of traffic
on 22" Avenue, adding to congestion and safety issues. Mr. Weston talked about concerns of standing
water and the wetland delineation lines and high water table in the area and how more construction
would affect existing homes. Weston also talked about the need for a walking path extension through
the development and “no outlet signs” and “children at play signs” and another road out of the
development due to the number of homes.

APPROVING MINUTES LISTED UNDER C, D AND E. THE MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

REGARDING B, MEMBER BRAIG LINDSTROM WANTED TO COMMENT THAT SHE BELIEVES THAT OUR
RECENTLY ADOPTED ZONING STANDARDS MAY ACT AS AN APPROPRIATE BUFFER BETWEEN MULTI-
FAMLY AND SINGLE FAMILY. MEMBER BRAIG LINDSTROM ACCEPTS MINUTES AS WRITTEN.

MEMBER BRAIG LINDSTROM MOVED TO ADOPT MINUTES ‘A’ AND ‘B’. THE MOTION WAS SECONDED
BY MEMBER NICOLL. THE MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCIL MEMBER PETERSON AND SECONDED BY MEMBER NICOLL
APPROVING CONSENT AGENDA ITEMS A - G. THE MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

OLD BUSINESS

a. Ordinance Amending Title 4 of the Code of Ordinances Relating to Snow, Ice and Refuse
Containers

City Administrator Degiovanni presented the ordinance and information relating to snow, ice and refuse
containers, noting language modifications on refuse container storage requirements. Samples of
ordinance language from other cities were included in the packet for comparison. Degiovanni asked the
Council for direction on how to proceed.

Council members commented with the following direction:

Council member Peterson prefers to use our present nuisance ordinance as a tool for enforcement, and
not to restrict proper refuse container storage. He agrees with a limit of two containers outside.

Council member Nicoll talked about the option of limiting the number of refuse containers to two per
residence. She also stated she appreciates the St. Louis Park suggested storage wording rather than
ordinance restrictions. Nicoll thinks that this should not be an issue for Police Department to enforce.

Mayor Perske said he prefers the suggested language included in the packet from the City of Champlin,
which would allow residents to store containers on the side, back, but not in the front of the home.

Council member Hennes believes most of the homeowners are responsible and considerate of their
neighbors. He prefers the wording from St. Louis Park be incorporated into our ordinance, which
suggests storing containers where they are least visible to their neighbors. Hennes does not want the
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Police Department spending their time enforcing an ordinance on where containers can or can’t be
stored. Hennes would like to have more advertising on the web site, city sign, etc., suggesting residents
store their containers out of sight. He would support a limit of 2 containers per household.

Council member Braig-Lindstrom agrees with limiting the number of refuse/recycling containers visible
to two and prefers the language from St. Louis Park be incorporated into our Ordinance.

b. Ordinance Amending City Subdivision Code

Engineer Nielson addressed areas of concern for the ordinance amending the City Subdivision Code and
requested input from the Council.

Nielson reviewed the suggested changes for mass grading and high water separation. A power point
presentation was given showing how mass grading could improve future development. Nielson said the
mass grading plan would benefit the City and future homeowners.

Nielson also addressed the suggested changes for ground water fluctuation and the method of
determination, recommending a soil scientist, engineer or wetland delineator would be the best
professional to make the determination.

Initially Nielson recommended a 2 foot ground water separation table for suitable developments.
However, based on input from the CMBA, Nielson recommends the current 1 foot water separation with
suitable soil information, as indicated in the ordinance. For underground parking, commercial or multi-
family developments, artificially lowering the water table may be recommended by the Engineer.

Nicoll discussed maximum and minimum slopes for driveways. Nielson recommended 7% maximum
slope on most situations. Unique situations may allow for an increase in the percentage. Staff will
review ordinance language which allows for those unique situations and that the 7% maximum slope is a
recommended slope. Perske asked if there is a need for this provision in the ordinance. There was
further discussion on duplex or redundant sump pump systems.

Council discussed the option of the requirement for new developments to have one tree planted in the
front yard at the homeowner’s expense. Peterson felt that the tree requirement is not needed.
Consensus of the Council was to keep this requirement in the language of the Ordinance which would be

enforced at the same time the lawn is established in new homes.

Changes will be made as recommended by the Council and the City Engineer will bring the final copy of
the Ordinance back to the Council for consideration.

NEW BUSINESS

a. Final Plat — Avalon Village 8

Engineer Nielson presented the final plat of Avalon Village 8. Nielson talked about a future road
connection of 4™ Street North through the development and 6% Street North connecting into the
Celebration development in the future. Staff is recommending approval of the final plat based on the
conditions listed on the memo.
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Council members talked about the location of the trail being close to the wetland and options of how to
prevent willows from growing through the trails. Suggestion was made to have money escrowed for a
future trail when the trail can be extended from the south to the north (rather than doing a partial trail
now) and constructed the best way possible.

Council member Braig-Lindstrom talked about safety issues with the amount of homes in this
development and only one ingress/egress. She was of the understanding that 4" Street would be
constructed as a permanent road and if the road is not constructed, she is concerned about there being
only one ingress/egress. Braig-Lindstrom believes it is the City’s responsibility to build a road for
ingress/egress for safety of the residents.

Council member Nicoll said she was considering a motion to table this action tonight in order to take
more time to review the plans and get input from Community Development Director.

Council member Hennes talked about the future development and trail connection for this development
and eventual connection of 4™ Street North as well as 6 Street North. Hennes feels it is too costly and
a detriment to consistent policy for the City to construct a road at this time. Hennes also favors the
escrow for a future trail.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCIL MEMBER NICOLL AND SECONDED BY MEMBER HENNES
APPROVING THE FINAL PLAT OF AVALON VILLAGE PLAT 8 INCLUDING AN ESCROW FOR TRAILS.
UPON VOTE BEING TAKEN, THE FOLLOWING VOTED:

Council member Hennes reminded Council of the area cities meeting on Tuesday evening.

Council member Nicoll will not be able to attend the area cities meeting; however, she would like to
advocate toward keeping as much sales tax money as possible to be used in Sartell.

Staff recommends no changes to your insurance coverages this year. T am attaching an
outline from the League of Cities showing the statutory limit outline and options. By
approving this consent agenda item, the Council is approving the insurance rencwal with the
same terms as cutrently provided and authorizing signature on the attached waiver form
implementing the City’s decision not to waive monetaty limits on municipal tort liability.

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SECTION I LIABILITY COVERAGE WAIVER FORM

Cities obtaining liability coverage from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust must declde
whether or not to waive the statutory tort liability limits to the extent of the coverage purchased. The
decision to waive or not to waive the statutory limils has the following effects:

If the cily does not waive the statutory tord limits, an individual claimant would be able to recover no
more than $500,000. on any claim to which the statutory tort limits apply. The total which all claimants
would be able {o recaver for a single accurrence to which the statutory tort limits apply would be
limited to $1,500,000, These statutory tort limits would apply regardiess of whether or not the city
purchases the optional excess liability coverage.

If the city waives the statulory tort fimits and does not purchase excess liahility coverage, a single
claimant could potentially recover up to $1,500,000. on a single occurrence. The {otal which all
claimants would be able to recover for a single occurrence to which the statutory tort limits apply would
also be limited to §1,500,000., regardless of the number of claimants.

if the ¢ty waives the statutory tort limifs and purcliases excess fiability coverage, a single claimant
could potentially recover an amount up to the limit of the coverage purchased, The total which all
claimants would be able to recover for a single occurrence to which the statutery tort limits apply would
also be limited to the amount of coverage purchased, regardless of the number of claimants

Claims to which the statutory municipal tort limits do not apply are not affectad by this decision.
This decision must be made by the city council. Cities purchasing coverage must complete and

return this form to LMCIT before the effective date of the coverage. For further information, contact

Similar to what the Council approved in prior years in order to promote National
Night Out, staff recommends waiving the $40 fee we normally charge for street
barricades, and the $20 block party fee, provided any applicant requesting street
closure fills out the application to have PD review and approve their street closure
plans, and the applicant agrees to pick up the barricades from our public works
department. Our public works crew would then pick up the barricades the
following day. Those hosting neighborhood parties without street closures are
already exempt from fees.

The Sartell City Council has adopted required Performance Measures every year since 2011 and
you have also completed required surveys each year (those are completed in the Fall of each
year, so you have already seen the results from the last survey completed in late 2013).

The State’s incentives for us to participate in the program are some exemption from levy limits
and payment of a relatively small amount of “performance measures aid” - we receive a little
over $2,000 per year for participation. The League of MN Cities has been conducting the survey
work at no charge to us and staff time has been fairly minimal in meeting the requirements so the
benefits have exceeded the cost.

To continue participation, you are asked to adopt the annual confirming resolution again, and
their required format is attached. Approval of tonight’s consent agenda adopts the attached
Performance Measures Resolution for 2014.

The Minnesota Investment Fund provides financing to help add new workers and retain high-quality
jobs on a statewide basis. The focus is on industrial, manufacturing, and technology-related
industries to increase the local and state tax base and improve economic vitality statewide. Funds
are awarded to local units of government who provide loans to assist expanding businesses.

All projects must meet minimum criteria for private investment, number of jobs created or retained,
and wages paid. Only one award per state fiscal year may be provided to a government unit. At least
50 percent of total project costs must be privately financed through owner equity and other lending
sources (most applications selected for funding have at least 70 percent private financing).

The City of Sartell would like to submit an MIF application on behalf of ET Manufacturing. Due to
the significant amount of competition for workforce in Canada, Edmonton Trailer is seeking to
expand their operations in a 30,000 sf facility located in Sartell. The ability to attract and retain
quality and reliable employees has been an impediment for growth in Canada. In order to fulfill
orders and trailer needs in Canada and the United States, expansion into Sartell has become
necessary. Because of the expansively educated workforce and the ample number of degrees
awarded in welding and manufacturing/manufacturing engineering from area colleges, central
Minnesota and Sartell in particular became the logical location of choice.

The Sartell location also provides a central location for supply side fulfillment companies such as
Edmonton Trailer, which will aid in the planned expansion of the company and facility in the next
few years. In addition, the Sartell area provides for a more affordable workforce as compared to
Canada. To make the building ready for operations, new mechanical systems, Overhead Gantry
Cranes and overhead doors would need to be installed. An interior 2,700 sf office space including
restrooms and locker rooms would be constructed as part of the repurposing.

The City of Sartell finds the Edmonton Trailer project to be financially feasible as the property,
including the building, will be funded with cash/equity. The company plans to hire all new
employees from the area including welders and specialized designers.

City’s Responsibilities. In applying for the MIF grant, the City would receive the proceeds and loan
the requested amount to ET Manufacturing. In administering this revolving loan fund to ET
Manufacturing, the City will be responsible for providing annual reports to DEED. Up to $5,000
can be used for the administration of this loan program.

ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 4 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
RELATING TO SNOW, ICE AND REFUSE CONTAINERS

1. Section 4-6-3, Subd A, of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:
4-6-3: SAFETY-RELATED NUISANCES: The following are declared to be nuisances
affecting public safety:

A. Snow, Ice: All snow and ice not removed from public sidewalks twelve(32) twenty-four
(24) hours after the snow or other precipitation causing the condition has ceased to fall.

2. Section 4-7-4 of Title 4 of the Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as follows:

4-7-4: CONTAINERS:

A. General Requirements: Every householder, occupant or owner of any residence and any
restaurant, industrial establishment or commercial establishment shall provide, on the
premises, one or more nuisance-free containers to receive and contain all refuse which
may accumulate between collections. All normal accumulations of refuse shall be
deposited in such containers.

B. Placement: It shall be the duty of the property owner or occupant to place their
garbage containers where the refuse is to be collected, but in no event shall
containers be placed in the street or on the sidewalk or in any manner placed
where the containers will interfere with vehicular or pedestrian traffic. It shall be
the responsibility of the property owner or occupant to place the containers no
earlier than 6:00 p.m. of the afternoon preceding the collection day and to remove
all containers and any materials not picked up by the licensed refuse hauler from
the location next to the street or alley by 8:00 pm on the day of collection. Up to
two refuse/recycling containers per residential housing unit may be stored
outside. Any refuse/recycling containers exceeding a total of two must be stored
inside or screened from view from the public and neighboring property owners.

C. Use Of Containers: Refuse shall be drained of liquid, and highly inflammable or
explosive material shall not be placed in containers.





3. This ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its passage and publication.

SARTELL EPIC CENTER (SECTION 34 AND 35) DEVELOPMENT AREA
AUAR AND MITIGATION PLAN UPDATE

Background:

The City of Sartell acted as the Responsible Government Unit in the processing of an
Alternative Urban Areawide Review (AUAR) in accordance with Minnesota Rules
Chapter 4410 in 2007. This process was initiated to study the environmental impacts of
proposed development in one of the City’s identified growth areas which is located
within portions of section 34 and 35 and consists of approximately 225 acres. Stantac was
the lead consultant who had prepared the AUAR on behalf of the City of Sartell.

As you may recall, the Sartell AUAR process had been unique in that it included a
voluntary scoping process, along with an unprecedented opportunity for public input.
That level of input resulted in a methodically comprehensive document and mitigation
plan, in which not one objection was raised by the state agencies during the previous
comment period. As a result, the Council approved the final AUAR and Mitigation plan
on April 17, 2007.

Minnesota Rules require an update every 5 years until the area is developed. The AUAR
update provides an up to date progress of the development scenarios, a mitigation plan
and relevant permit approvals.

The review cannot contemplate a change in the development scenarios or adding
additional mitigation strategies. A review and update of the AUAR are to ensure that the
development and mitigation plan has been implemented and that any development
currently constructed is less than or equal to what was studied under the assumptions of
the adopted AUAR.

The City received a total of three comment letters during the public comment period from
March 2, 2014 to April 2. 2014. The letters were from the Minnesota Department of
Health, Minnesota Department of Natural Resources and William Huston (Westwood
Professionals — Engineer to the development of Epic Center). All comments and
concerns were addressed with a response from our consultants.

This technical memorandum serves as the update for the Sartell Epic Center AUAR (formally known as
the Sartell Section 34 & 35 Development Area AUAR) adopted by the City of Sartell on April 17, 2007.
This update is prepared under the provisions of Minnesota Rule 4410.3610 Subpart 7, which requires an
update every five years until full development of the AUAR area is complete. The mitigation items in the
AUAR update follow the standard Environmental Assessment Worksheet (EAW) form. When an EAW
item is not applicable to this AUAR, it is stated so. Responses to the questions are only provided when
there has been a change since the 2007 AUAR. Whenever “no changes” is indicated, refer to the original
document as listed above to review the original response.

This update is also an opportunity to revisit the AUAR in light of development activity and bring up to
date the progress of several important mitigation strategies. An important element of the 2007 AUAR
was implementation of mitigation strategies for the Bald Eagle pair. Item 11 includes updates to the
mitigation strategies surrounding the pair and habitat, including the successful outcome of the Bald
Eagle pair relocating their nest to a property adjacent to the Mississippi River, 1,000 feet away from the
Epic Center Plat.

Approvals to date within the Epic Center include transportation and utility improvements and new
commercial development that are most closely aligned with Scenario 1b. Specific developments are
listed in Item 7.

AUAR ltems

The information in this memorandum for updates or modifications to the AUAR follows the outline in
the original AUAR that including updates to the mitigation strategies. Information and analysis in the
2007 AUAR is presumed to still apply, unless new information or analysis is included in this update.

Where maps convey the same information as maps in the 2007 AUAR, the same figure numbers are
used.

The City’s land use plan was updated to guide the AUAR boundary as General Business and
Medium Density Residential.

9. Land Use. Potential impacts were outline in the final AUAR with mitigation strategies that have
been implement through development activities and approvals:

9.1 Any gravel pit contaminants must be addressed by the developer or other responsible party
in accordance with Minnesota Pollution Control Agency rules.

Update: Completed as part of the preliminary and final platting process for Epic Center.

9.2 Use landscaping, berming and downcast, cutoff lighting around parking areas to minimize
light pollution, noise pollution, and visibility of the development to surrounding single family
residential uses.

Update: Additional berming and landscaping elements were provided for in the site plan(s) for
Walmart and Sam’s Club from the adjacent single family residential properties. All lights are full-
cut lights not exceeding .5 lumens at the property line.

9.3 The city will explore the use of alternative parking requirements (including construction
requirements) to mitigate for issues of traffic noise, safety and negative effects of impervious
surface. These include reducing the total number of required spaces based on typical use rather
than peak use and reducing the amount of impervious surface through the use of pervious
pavers, grass pavers, or leaving areas designed for peak times unpaved.

Update: Epic Center was rezoned to R5 Planned Unit Development (PUD). The PUD agreement
calls for shared parking. This is reviewed during site plan approval.

9.4 Restrict commercial sign positioning, size, and height to prevent negative visual impacts to
surrounding residential areas in accordance with the adopted sign ordinance.

Update: All of the freestanding signage located within the Epic Center plat is located along
Highway 15. The buildings provide a physical buffer to the signage.





9.5 A pedestrian movement plan should be completed that shows how pedestrians will move
efficiently and safely between the residential and commercial sections of the development
within the AUAR area, as well as between surrounding residential neighborhoods or form
parking areas within the AUAR.

Update: Sidewalks were constructed within the interior of the Epic Center Development, which
connect via the roundabouts to the public trail located along County Road 120 and 1. The three
intersections along County Road 120 were installed with roundabouts, which is an effective and
safe mode for pedestrian traffic.

9.6 Traffic calming measure should be installed between the commercial development and
surrounding residential areas.

Update: Traffic calming measures: The new diverging diamond interchange has a pedestrian
activated signaling for the safe crossing of the interchange. A median was installed along
County Road 120 and planted with grass and trees, which provides a buffer to the residential
uses and a safer environment for pedestrians.

13.4 The City of Sartell is currently updating the comprehensive wellhead protection plan and
will include provisions for new wells.

13.5. The City of Sartell continues to require that all wells be sealed and abandoned in
accordance with Minnesota Department of Health codes.

Water-Related Land Use Management Districts.

Update: The City of Sartell amended the zoning ordinance adopting requirements for alterations
along the shoreline of the Mississippi and Sauk Rivers, including vegetation removal, grading and
erosion control protection. Additionally, the City amended the zoning ordinance/ESA ordinance
to require the setback from the public water (Mississippi and Sauk Rivers) to be consistent with
the MN DNR rules for new developments not currently platted. The property south of County
Road 120 is subject to the ESA ordinance.

Item 16.3- The City amended the environmentally sensitive areas ordinance to require the
setback from the public water (Sauk River) to be consistent with the MN DNR rules for new
developments not currently platted .

Item 16.4 -The City of Sartell amended the zoning ordinance adopting requirements for
alterations along the shoreline of the Mississippi and Sauk Rivers, including vegetation removal,
grading and erosion control protection.

Water Quality — Surface Water Runoff.
Update:

Item 17.5-Six wetlands were delineated within Epic Center and a WCA permit was approved,
which resulted in the protection and improvement of the most desirable wetlands. The
wetlands went from 9.5 acres to 13.29 acres +/-.

Rain gardens were installed at Walmart and Sam’s Club developments within Epic Center, which
provides infiltration and filtration of building and parking lot/surface runoff prior to reaching the
wetlands; therefore, preserving the ecological integrity of the wetlands.

Item 17.6- The City approved the rezoning of Epic Center to R5 Planned Unit Development
(PUD). The PUD agreement established an overall greenspace of 35%.

In 2013, The City of Sartell adopted a total impervious surface limit within multiple-family
residential districts to be no more than 55%. The property south of County Road 120 is guided
for mixed use and medium density residential, which is a combination of medium and high
density residential (multi-family) and commercial.

Water Quality — Wastewater.
Update: Lateral sewers were extended into Epic Center.

Geologic Hazards and Soil Conditions. Potential groundwater contamination could occur on the
sites of the former gravel pits.

Note: EB = eastbound, WB = westbound, NB = northbound, SB = southbound it should be noted that the conversion of
River Oaks Vista to right-in/out only will limit accessibility to the neighborhood. One possible option that could be
explored to address the question of accessibility would be to extend the current River Oaks Vista to the northeast where
it would intersect CSAH 1 at CR 134.

Both Sam’s and Walmart were positioned on the properties to lessen the
impacts of noise.

25. Sensitive Resources.

Update:

25.1 The City has not completed a Phase 1 archaeological study.

25.2 During the reconstruction of County Road 120 and the development of the Epic Center plat,
no archaeological, historical or architectural resources were found. Upon future development
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construction projects, care will be given to ensure awareness of the potential discover of these
types of resources and will consult with SHPO.

25.3. The Epic Center Plat was required to donate a payment in lieu of park land dedication
greater than the amount established in the AUAR. In 2007, the estimated payment in lieu would
have been $260,460.27. The Developers of the Epic Center Plat paid $293,639.92 which was
deposited into the City’s Park Dedication fund.

25.4 Trails were constructed upon the reconstruction of County Road 1 and County Road 120, in
addition to interior sidewalks within the Epic Center Development. The Highway 15 Diverging
Diamond contains a center pedestrian trail linking the east and west sides of County Road 120.

27. Compatibility with Plans and Regulations.
Update: Developments approved to date were all approved through an R5 Planned Unit
Development (PUD). During this process plats, site plans, building plans and all other
development related plans were approved according to the City’s local zoning and subdivision
ordinances. This update also serves as the required five year update in accordance with Mn
Rules 4410.3610, Subp. 3.

Thank you for providing the Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) with the opportunity to comment on the AUAR
Update for the Epic Center project.

The 2007 Final AUAR indicates that the gravel pit, formerly located on the project site, could contain unforeseen
environmental hazards, including groundwater contamination, related to its operation or its reclamation. The mitigation
proposed in the 2007 Mitigation Plan includes the use of onsite soils to reduce permeability and increase travel time for
waterborne contaminants. The AUAR update indicates that there have been no issues with groundwater contamination
related to the gravel pit. However, it is unclear how this determination was made as no groundwater monitoring or
other assessment information is provided in the Update.

The Department of Natural Resources (DNR) has reviewed the Sartell Epic Center
AUAR Update for 2014 and offers the following comments for your consideration.

1) Because the original AUAR is referenced in this Update whenever no changes
have been made to numbered items, we suggest that it would be helpful to append
the original AUAR to the Update document.

2) A Natural Heritage Information System (NHIS) review should be conducted to
identify current records of rare species and rare natural resource features that may
be present within the AUAR footprint or in public waters that may be affected by
this development. This information should be included in the AUAR, and
potential impacts to and protection strategies regarding new records, if any,
should be specifically addressed. Minnesota’s List of Endangered, Threatened,
and Special Concern Species was updated in August of 2013, and incorporates a
number of changes to the rare species list. The NHIS is continually updated as
new information becomes available and includes current records and surveys. An
NHIS review is considered valid if performed within one year of project
implementation. The NHIS Data Request form and rate information can be
accessed on the DNR website at http://www.dnr.state.mn.us/eco/nhnrp/nhis.html.

3) Table 11-6 Decision Matrix

a) Remaining Model Bald Eagle Habitat: it is unclear from this version and the
2007 AUAR how this area is to be preserved and managed within the project
footprint. Figure 27-1 (Future Land Use) shows only small sections of park
along the riparian corridor of the Sauk River, with the rest of the footprint
slated for development. While we understand that the City may not wish to
publicize the location of this feature, a discussion of the preservation and
management of the Model Bald Eagle Habitat would be appreciated.

b) Wildlife Corridors: The DNR encourages the City to select the Preserved
option for the riparian corridor along the Sauk River, and to “design to

maximize corridor width” as stated. We encourage the City to preserve as
much woodland as possible within this riparian corridor. This riparian forest
cover provides important ecological benefit to the river (such as erosion
control, water quality, and fisheries habitat) and maximizes important habitat
connectivity at the confluence of the Mississippi River and the Sauk River.
We hope that the Model Bald Eagle Habitat and the riparian corridor are
adjacent to each other to maximize ecological benefits, and to encourage
potential future eagle nest establishment.

16.3 Update to Erosion and Sedimentation: We appreciate the update of the City’s
ordinance to require setbacks from public waters consistent with DNR rules for
new developments. Please include a description of setbacks that will be used
within the AUAR footprint.

16.4 Update to Erosion and Sedimentation: Please include a description of the
adopted zoning ordinance requirements for shoreline alterations pertaining to

vegetation removal, grading and erosion control protection. It is unclear what

treatment is referenced, and therefore difficult to assess the application.

17. Water Quality-Surface Water Runoff Update: The DNR appreciates the
attention to wetland function and area, installation of rain gardens, a PUD with
overall greenspace of 35%, and impervious surface limits for residential districts.

Page 15, paragraph 2
lists that the EDR did not find anything, and paragraph 4 lists that no contamination is evident. Page 110, Item 19 also

addresses this.

Walmart would have done a Phase 1 for the site. Can you get your hands on it? That should address the concerns.

If you cannot get the Phase 1 from Walmart, | think your best-bet would be to contact ITT and have them write a letter
stating they did not observe sources of groundwater contamination. They will probably put a lot of wiggle room in the

letter to eliminate liability.

construction of various types of railroad equipment. It is currently being used for industrial and
commercial purposes. According to the EDR report, from 1950 to 1970 approximately 10,000
gallons of waste oil, paint, waste and solvents were allegedly disposed of at the site. In 1984, volatile
organic compounds were found in the City of Waite Park’s municipal water supply wells. The city
was advised to discontinue use of its water supply. In 1988, after remedial responses were taken, the
city’s water treatment and well system were placed back in service. As of 1986, the NPL status for
all the pollutants found at the site was Final. It does not appear that any action has been taken in
relation to this site since 1986 by either state or federal agencies.

The gravel pit is 16.4 acres and is located in the southwestern portion of the site. The EDR report
does not identify any potential for hazardous materials associated with the pit or its refilling.

MITIGATION SUMMARY

The waste from the chiropractic clinic is disposed of by the owner and does not pose a hazard to the
AUAR area. The other sites have either been closed or should pose no immediate risk to the area.
Therefore, hazardous waste sites identified by the EDR report will not require any mitigation.

The gravel pit could contain unforeseen environmental hazards related to its operation or its
__reclamation. While there is currently none evident, if contamination is discovered during the course

of development, the developer or other responsible party will be required to address the situation in
accordance with Minnesota Pollution Control Agency rules.

Potential impacts from commercial uses could include light and noise pollution from traffic, visual
impact of buildings, and light pollution from buildings and parking areas. Light and noise impacts
could be mitigated with the use of landscaping, berming and downcast, cutoff lighting around parking
areas. Screening of commercial sighage from residential areas could be accomplished using
landscaping or the orientation of signage in accordance with the sign ordinance.

Pedestrian and motorist safety could be reduced due to traffic volume along CSAH 1, CR 134 and
intersections with TH 15.

. or textured pavement near entry points to the commercial area can be effective at reducing speed and

- improving safety. Distinct pedestrian connections from the residential areas to businesses in the
commercial area could increase the perception of safety and make residences feel that the new
commercial space is a useful addition to their neighborhood rather than a potential safety concern.
Crosswalks should be visually robust, with signage, high-visibility paint, and pedestrian-activated
signaling. Connections should be made that lead directly to store-fronts from access points, rather
than forcing pedestrians to cross large parking lots or busy parking circulator lanes, Maintaining a
human scale that includes appropriate landscaping, reasonable distances between store-fronts and

- access points, and is visually interesting is important to make the pedestrian feel safe.

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Mitigation Strategies

Date: May 2, 2014

The City is required to adopt a sign retroreflectivity policy which establishes how the city will
implement a management method to meet the minimum sign retroreflectivity requirements in the
Minnesota Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MN MUTCD) by June 13, 2014.

The goal of the policy requirement is to improve public safety on the city’s streets and roads and
prioritize the city’s limited resources to replace signs. Adopting a sign retroreflectivity policy will
significantly reduce tort liability lawsuits involving traffic signs. However, there will be a
budgeting impact for the replacement of signs which will be discussed further during the budgeting
process.

The policy applies to all regulatory, warning, and guide signs as set forth in the MN MUTCD,
except for:

Parking, Standing, and Stopping signs (R7 and R8 series)
Walking/Hitchhiking/Crossing signs (R9 series, R10-1 through R10-4b)
Acknowledgment signs, including Memorial signs

All signs with blue or brown backgrounds

Bikeway signs that are intended for exclusive use by bicyclists or pedestrians

The City started efforts to come into compliance with the requirement in 2011 when the inventory
of all signs was completed by an intern and entered into our GIS system. This inventory will be
used to assess the timing of the replacement.

The policy is required to identify a way of assessing and replacing signs. Possible methods include:

Nighttime Visual Inspection - This method requires a minimal investment of resources on the part
of the city, although there is a need for a record-keeping system for inspection data and the potential
for higher labor costs where overtime pay is required. Cities using visual inspections must establish
procedures to provide consistency in inspections. This implies the need for training programs and
certification of inspectors to assure consistency of inspections.

Measured Sign Retroreflectivity. This method requires the purchase of retroreflectometers which
measures the reflectivity of the sign. This method is labor and time intensive and other factors have
to be considered when determine whether or not a sign is adequate for continued use at any given
location.






Expected Sign Life Method. Signs would be replaced before they reach the end of their service life.
The expectation is that the City would know the approximate age of the sign and cross examine that
with the manufacturer’s warranty and replace as appropriate.

Blanket Replacement. The blanket replacement method is essentially the expected sign life method
executed on a spatial or strategic basis. On a spatial basis, all the signs in a particular area or
corridor get slated for replacement at the same time, when the effective service life is reached. For
example, the city may replace all stop signs every 5 years, but all other signs such as street signs in
any given neighborhood every 10 years. Overall, the City has approximately 4,957 signs (includes
county sign numbers). Those signs subject to this policy total 3,541 (includes county sign
numbers).

Control Signs. The control sign method is based on measurements made of a subset of signs that
represent the city’s inventory. The subset of signs represents a population of signs made with the
same material for which the retroreflectivity performance over time is monitored by actual
measurements. As the retroreflectivity levels of the control signs approach the minimum levels, it
triggers action to begin replacement of the entire associated population of city signs.

Staff is recommending a blanket replacement of all the City Signs. Initially, all existing signs in
the City of a given type will be replaced at specified intervals. This eliminates the need to assess
retroreflectivity or track the life of individual signs. The initial replacement interval is 10 years.
Those developments which are newer — will be on the end of the 10 year cycle. Probably the
biggest concern of this method is the waste associated with “throwing out” new signs. However,
most of our developments are at least 5-7 years old — already reaching the expectant life of sign
reflectivity. For budgeting purposes, we may consider the costs to replace 300 signs every year

Next steps for compliance include:

. Continue to maintain the traffic sign inventory for the city

. Remove excess and unnecessary signs (children at play)

. Develop a budget for replacing signs

. Use the selected method to evaluate the retroreflectivity of the city’s traffic signs

. Identify signs that do not meet the minimum retroreflectivity requirements

. Prioritize and schedule replacement of signs that do not meet the minimum retroreflectivity
requirements

. Plan for long-term compliance to better manage your city’s signs

. Document the city’s actions

City of Sartell, Minnesota
Sign Retroreflectivity Policy

Article I. Purpose and Goal.

The purpose of this policy is to establish how the city will implement an assessment or management
method, or combination of methods, to meet the minimum sign retroreflectivity requirements in the
Minnesota Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MN MUTCD).

Substantial conformance with the MN MUTCD is achieved by having a method in place to maintain
minimum retroreflectivity levels. Conformance does not require or guarantee that every individual
sign in the city will meet or exceed the minimum retroreflective levels at every point in time.

The goal of this policy is to improve public safety on the city’s streets and roads and prioritize the
city’s limited resources to replace signs.

Article I1. Applicable Signs.
This policy applies to all regulatory, warning, and guide signs as set forth in the MN MUTCD.

Pursuant to Section 2A.8 of the MN MUTCD the city excludes the following signs from the
retroreflectivity maintenance guidelines:

Parking, Standing, and Stopping signs (R7 and R8 series)
Walking/Hitchhiking/Crossing signs (R9 series, R10-1 through R10-4b)
Acknowledgment signs, including Memorial signs

All signs with blue or brown backgrounds

Bikeway signs that are intended for exclusive use by bicyclists or pedestrians
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Article I1I. Sign Inventory

To meet the city’s goal of maintaining sign retroreflectivity above certain levels, the city will
maintain a sign inventory of all new or replacement signs installed after the effective date of this
policy. The inventory shall indicate the type of sign, the location of the sign, the date of installation
or replacement, the type of sheeting material used on the sign face, the expected life of the sign, and
any maintenance performed on the sign.

As to existing signs, the city performed an inventory of all signs covered by this policy in 2011.
The city recognizes this process will occur over time subject to the city’s monetary and human
resources. The city shall record the above information related to new signs to the extent that such
information is known and shall also include a statement on the general condition of the sign.

Article IV. Removal of Signs





In recognition of the fact that excess road signs have been shown to reduce the effectiveness of
signage, as well as impose an unnecessary financial burden on road authorities, it is the city’s policy
to remove signs determined to be unnecessary for safety purposes and which are not required to
comply with an applicable state or federal statute or regulation. The removal of signs shall be
based on an engineering study and the MN MUTCD.

Article V. Approved Sign Evaluation Method.

After reviewing the various methods proposed for sign maintenance, the City adopts one or more of

the following methods to meet the minimum sign retroreflectivity requirements in the MN
MUTCD:

Blanket Replacement. Initially, all existing signs in the City of a given type are replaced at
specified intervals. This eliminates the need to assess retroreflectivity or track the life of individual
signs. The replacement interval is based on the expected sign life for the shortest-life material used
in the City or a given sign type. The initial replacement interval is 10 years.

Article VI. Sign Replacement.
Priority shall be given to warning and regulatory signs on roads with higher vehicle usage. After the
initial replacement of signs as provided for in this Article or the installation of new signs, the City
shall, for the purpose of complying with the requirements of the MN MUTCD, maintain minimum
retroreflectivity standards, as budgetary factors allow, by replacing signs as they reach the end of
the latter of their (a) warranty period; (b) expected life expectancy for the sheeting material used on
the sign; or (c) expected life as determined by an authorized engineering study. Damaged, stolen, or
missing signs may be replaced as needed.

Article VII. Modification and Deviation from Policy.

The City reserves the right to modify this Sign Retroreflectivity Policy at any time if deemed to be
in the best interests of the City based on safety, social, political and economic considerations.

The Director of Public Works, or his or her designee, may authorize a deviation from the
implementation of this policy in regard to a particular sign when deemed to be in the best interests
of the City based on safety, social, political and economic considerations. Such deviation shall be
documented including the reason for the deviation and other information supporting the deviation.

LeSauk Drive/ CR 1 Intersection

Staff met with the Stearns County Engineer regarding potential intersection improvements at this
intersection in 2016.

Other Planning Department Issues

Avalon Village 8 Update

Since the time you have approved the Avalon Village 8 final plat, | wanted to provide you
with a few updates. The developer has agreed to provide lowest floor elevations of the
homes to be constructed, along with mass grade the area that comprises the 19 lots.
Because the area in which the trail was to be constructed included an infestation of
willows, the requirement to hold an easement and escrow have been removed as a
requirement. Beyond the existing requirement that the 4th Street “minimum
maintenance” road will be maintained (through the force of building permit issuance), the
developer has agreed to work with the City to create a connection between 22nd and
21st Avenue. We are looking at all possible solutions including a slight modification to
the preliminary plat in order to complete the connection without having to final plat
another 70 homes.

For future reference, we will include images of the underlying preliminary plat and other
better quality maps (those that are not scanned as part of the packet) for all final plats
this point forward.

Subdivision Standards

Mike and | have been working on adding the amendments as directed by the Council at
the last council meeting. The amendments and full ordinance will be part of your June
meeting for adoption.

Comprehensive Plan Update

We have nearly completed the neighborhood and focus group meetings for the
comprehensive plan.

AIM Verso Planning and Redevelopment Planning Process Update

The MPCA has approved the Phase 2 work plan, which means the analysis of the site
has begun. A report of the findings will be available to the property owner in the next
few weeks. Again, once that information is made available to the property owner, we will
then be able to progress to complete the redevelopment plan for the site (summer).

Mobile Food Vender

The Planning Commission and the Economic Development Commission have both had
robust discussion regarding the creation of a mobile food vendor. | will be drafting an
ordinance for the Planning Commission’s consideration during their June meeting. The
anticipated public hearing date and review by the Council will be on June 9".

Limited Mobile Food Vendor: Prepackaged items such as ice cream, pop and candy are sold.
Currently permitted with a transient permit. (Ice cream truck, Schwan’s)

Mobile Food Vehicle Vendor: Self-contained truck or trailer used to prepare and serve food that
is readily movable without disassembling. (Truck selling tacos, hot dogs, other dishes)

Criteria for Mobile Food Vehicle Vendor permit approval:
¢ Not on public sidewalks or trails.
o Not on public or private streets or right of ways

Recommended Removal
Must display city permit
Must obtain written consent from owner

May not be in public parks without a special park permit for a specified day or event
This permit/ordinance language is for those mobile vendors which seek the flexibility in
placement and hours which would not be afforded to them through in Interim Use Permit
process.
