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1. Sartell shall be economically vibrant and diverse. Sartell shall encourage a local economic composition that inspires job creation, investment into the neighborhoods and educational system. 								
2. Sartell shall be designed with a physical layout that enhances the public realm and thus adds value to each property that fronts it. New growth and development must improve the public realm.
3. Sartell shall promote a complete and multi-modal transportation system which accommodates the full range of transportation options available to residents and businesses, while utilizing a system that moves traffic safely, affordably and efficiently.
4. Sartell will encourage properly-scaled residential, commercial, industrial and public amenity developments meeting desired quality development characteristics.
5. Sartell shall utilize a system of interconnected parks , trails, greenways and  public  structures  and buildings to provide value to property owners within the community. 
6. Sartell recognizes the need for diversity in order to sustain itself. Designing neighborhoods for safe, diverse, independent living at all stages of life is critical.
7. Sartell will continue to recognize the importance of connecting to  the Central Minnesota region on issues of joint importance, while preserving a unique place and presence within area.
8. Sartell shall continue a leadership ethic that emphasizes open, transparent, inclusive and efficient governance, as well as active and forward-thinking engagement with citizens and private-sector partners. 
9. Sartell shall continue to promote unity, spirit , partnerships and collaborations in order to maximize and enhance the livability of the community. 
10. Sartell shall continue to protect and enhance natural resources within the community and planned growth areas in an effort to recognize and promote them as major recreational, environmental, economic and aesthetic assets to the community.
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
