SCHOOL BUS STOPS

You will be contacted di-
rectly from the school if
your bus stop will change as
a result of construction. We
don’t anticipate any school
bus stop changes for the
project area west of 7th
Avenue North before the
end of this school year.
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Installation of a temporary
water system is scheduled
in areas noted on the
attached map.

Construction of
underground pipelines will
follow (sanitary, water, and
storm utilities) after the
temporary water system is
placed into service.

A Note from the City of Sartell

Based on recent Letters to the
Editor in the Sartell Newsleader and
questions we’ve received from area
residents, we believe some
misinformation is circulating that
the Brookwood Lane area
reconstruction is being done to City
standards with no concession to the
unique character of your
neighborhood. While we
understand not everyone agrees
with the City’s decisions about the
final design of this project, we want
to make sure all residents know
that the Council did listen to

neighborhood concerns and made
numerous adjustments to the
design plans based upon
neighborhood input. Sidewalks are
not a part of this project except on
1st Street North, 1st Avenue North
and 3rd Avenue North even though
the City’s normal standards require
trail or sidewalk on at least one side
of City streets. The reconstructed
streets will be maintained at
existing street widths wherever
possible, generally in the range of
28-32 feet wide, even though 36
foot width is the current City

standard. While we will do
everything we can to minimize tree
loss, some loss will occur due to the
much needed reconstruction of
sewer lines in your neighborhood.
The addition of curb and gutter will
NOT cause any loss of trees in your
neighborhood. Rainwater gardens
in the residential areas are located
on City right of way and residents
will not be required to sign any
agreements regarding the gardens.
