PUBLIC HEARINGS 
 

a. Proposed public improvements for County Road 120 and CSAH 1 abutting the 97 acre Sartell 
Partners property located east of TH 15 

 
Engineer, Schunicht presented the overview of the preliminary feasibility report for County Road 120 
and CSAH 1 improvements for the development of the 97 Sartell Partners property and approximately 8 
acres of the Benet property. Schunicht outlined the project and highlighted the reconstruction of County 
Road 120 into a 4-lane standard road with three roundabouts, reconstruction of Delores Drive,  adding a 
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frontage road, center median and bike path along County Road 120. The projected  cost of the project  
$5.4 million to be shared between the two benefitting property owners. 
 
aŀȅƻǊ hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ ƻǇened the public hearing at 7:30 p.m. and explained how the hearing would be 
conducted. The following comments were heard although comments do not necessarily reflect entire 
statement made: 
 
Ser Hagen, 32532 County Road 1, St. Cloud, asked if the City will provide berms or walls to protect the 
residents.  Schunicht explained the landscaping requirements and plan from Sartell Partners to add 
landscaping, however no plan has been submitted from the Benet property. No wall is proposed. Final 
design is not complete at this time, however some type of fencing, trees or berming will be proposed  
along the east side of County Road 1 at the intersection of County Road 120. 
  
Jane Bennett, 4146 Pine Point Road, Sartell  said it is difficult for her to hear assurances only from the 
Engineer with no guarantee in writing.  Council needs to consider the neighbors in the area and 
guarantee buffers and berming from light and noise with a safe way to cross the streets and possible 
tunnels under County Road 120 for pedestrian traffic. A sound wall should be built along highway 15 so 
as not to depreciate the values of homes in this area. It seems this project is dictated by commercial 
development.  In answer ǘƻ aǎΦ .ŜƴƴŜǘǘΩǎ ŎƻƴŎŜǊƴǎΣ {ŎƘǳƴƛŎƘǘ ƻǳǘƭƛƴŜŘ ǎŀŦŜ ǇŜŘŜǎǘǊƛŀƴ ŎǊƻǎǎƛƴƎǎ ŀƭƻƴƎ 
County Road 1, and did explain the sound barrier wall is not a city issue. 
 
Tom Buttweiler, 32495 County Road 1, St. Cloud,  is concerned about the non-stop traffic flow in front of 
his property and the inability to get out of his driveway for about 1 ½ hour each morning.  Buttweiler 
suggested a signal light instead of the roundabouts to stop traffic rather than allowing a constant flow of 
cars.   Buttweiler also talked about the nuisance of car lights shinning in their home from the 
roundabout. 
 
Robert Landwehr, 32497 County Road 1, St. Cloud, would prefer to have a signal light rather than a 
roundabout at the end of his driveway or move the roundabout to the North.  Landwehr talked about 
the changes that have taken place on the 97 acre piece of property and the fact that no one has taken 
responsibility for clear cutting the land and cutting down the tree with the eagle nest. Landwehr also 
ǘŀƭƪŜŘ ŀōƻǳǘ ŀ ƴŜƛƎƘōƻǊΩǎ оллΩ ŘǊƛveway and  problem with access to their property. Landwehr

it because of set backs, still the City can build a lift station next to him and clear cut the land and put a 
roundabout in his front yard.  Landwehr asked where their mailbox will be located after reconstruction 
of the 4-lane road. A fence was requested along [ŀƴŘǿŜƘǊΩǎ property and a cost proposal for the fence 
was presented to the Engineer. Landwehr also talked about his concern of property value depreciation. 
 
City Engineer, Bob Schunicht  has met with the neighbor to Landwehr  (Kroll) regarding his 
ingress/egress concerns. The engineers have more surveying to do as part of the final design and are 
giving consideration to fencing and possibly moving the mailboxes  off County Road 1. Schunicht  
compared signal lights and roundabouts and talked about the benefits of a roundabout  with the gap it 
creates. A final survey will be done with final design coming back to the Council for approval.  
 
Barbara  and Everett Kroll 32499 County Road 1, St. Cloud, discussed their concerns of ingress and 
egress into their driveway as well as topography at the top of their driveway when entering the 
roundabout especially during winter driving conditions. Barbara suggested the City consider moving the 
roundabout to the other side of the wetland.  Engineer Schunicht will review their access during final 
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design stages along with the grade of their driveway.  Everett Kroll also talked about access concerns 
and crossing 4 lanes of traffic to get into their driveway. 
 
Glen Benet, 250 33rd Avenue South, St. Cloud, talked about his concerns regarding access  and traffic 
patterns to his property and suggested moving the roundabout closer to Highway 15 to satisfy everyone 
in the area.  Bennett also compared his assessments to Sartell Partners.  Bennett asked if his 
assessments could be deferred since he does not intend to develop his property now.  Schunicht  
explained the restrictions from the County  for the distance from the roundabout to Highway 15, as well 
as wetland issues, however the suggestions made will be researched. Benet asked if he is required to 
develop the pond now, or can he wait until he decides to develop his property and do the pond at the 
same time. Engineer Schunicht explained that the City could develop  a partial pond now and Benet

Brian Stene, 152 County Road 120, St. Cloud, explained his concern of depreciation of value of his 
property and suggested putting barriers between his property and the development such as a berm with 
trees to protect his property from the development, rather than creating a berm  for aesthetics to the 
development. 
 
Glen Lauer, 33100 County Road 133, St. Joseph asked if there is going to be an issue with semi trucks 
making deliveries while using the roundabouts, is the roundabout large enough for ǎŜƳƛΩǎ ǘƻ ƳŀƴŜǳǾŜǊΚ 
Engineer Schunicht  explained Ƙƻǿ ǎŜƳƛΩǎ ƳŀƴŜǳǾŜǊ ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ ǘƘŜ ǊƻǳƴŘŀōƻǳǘΦ  
 
Robert Landwehr, 32497 County Road 1, St. Cloud, presented a diagram of the proposed development 
and made suggestions to move the roundabout at County Road 1 & 120  to the north and move the 
wetland area closer to residents.

Consensus of the Council suggested the Engineer bring  issues expressed  at this public hearing  back to 
the Public Works Commission for review  with a final design recommendation to the Council on April 28, 
2008. 
 
Mayor asked the petitioner if an additional two week delay would be acceptable.  
 
Steve Feneis, 615 7th Street North, Sartell, Sartell Partners LLC  talked about the 2 week delay for a 
decision would not affect their development. Feneis talked about the restrictions by the County and not 
Sartell Partners for County Road 120 design and construction and  that no additional right of way is 
being taken by any resident other than Sartell Partners.  Feneis said Sartell Partners is willing to work 
with the City and neighborhood to be sure a compromise in design can be reached.

b. Consideration of resolution approving purchase agreement for 168 acre Sartell Golf Course 
and reimbursement with bond proceeds. 

 
City Administrator, Patti Gartland presented a background review and what has taken place so far for 
consideration of the agreement included in the Council packet for the purchase of Sartell Golf Course. 
The purchase agreement  terms include the 168 acre tract of land, all building improvements, fixtures, 
equipment, furniture and inventory which has been part of the 18 hole golf course.  The closing date 
provided is May 5, 2008. Patti reviewed some minor changes made to the original purchase agreement. 
Proposed financing  would be provided from existing sales tax revenues as a down payment and the 
balance as a bond sale using local option sales tax money pledged as a repayment source.  If approved, 
tƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ŦƛƴŀƴŎƛŀƭ ŀŘǾƛǎƻǊǎ will identify options of the terms.  Gartland talked about potential options to 
sell a portion of the property, to Mulligans to facilitate a larger parking lot for them and also explained 
how the property could allow right-of-way for a future connection from Pine Cone Road into the Wilds 
development, construction of storm water ponds and possible widening of Pine Cone Road into a four 
land road.   A resolution was included in the Council Packet for consideration. 
 
Council member Lynch talked about the many contacts he has had from concerned residents asking the 
Council to slow down on a decision and a chance for the public to be heard on this issue. Typically when 
the City spends this type of money it is done as an open forum process, giving anyone wishing to speak a 
chance to be heard. Lynch is convinced the City is rushing into this project and the public has not been 
heard, therefore Lynch suggested the City hold a public informational meeting  on April 26th to hear 
residents concerns and postpone a decision until the April 28th meeting.

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To Council member Peterson , this is a great opportunity for the City to purchase this large open green 
property in the center of the city,  close to schools with a fair price for both seller and the City as well as 
a future connection to the Wilds development.  Peterson talked about  some being in favor of 
purchasing the Dehler property and the dangers of residents, especially children crossing Highway 15 to 
get to a City park. The City has paid more money for land for the treatment plant, therefore he is proud 
to be in favor of the project. 
 
Council member Perske thanked Patti for her presentation and realizes this is a major investment for the 
City however since the City has  grown in size, we have more need for athletic fields. Recently the City 
paid $30,000 for a park study and the one suggestion from that study was the need for parks and

the price of the Dehler property, suggesting this purchase of the golf course would help keep our kids in 
the community. There is definitely value in having the property in the center of the city, versus across 
Highway 15. Taxpayers have approved the use of half cent sales tax for use of athletic fields and park 
land and Perske will support this purchase. 
 
Council member Hennes talked about the importance of location of the property and feels this would be 
a great purchase especially given the projected growth of the City. According to the voters, they  
approved  the use of sales tax money for parkland and Hennes favors moving forward tonight. 
 
A MOTION WAS MADE BY HENNES AND SECONDED BY PETERSON APPROVING THE PURCHASE OF THE 
168 ACRE SARTELL GOLF COURSE. 
 
Voters approved the purchase of the following 
four categories: open space and natural area preservation, parks & athletic fields, roads and 
transportation and a community center. Staff collected data at the recommendation of the Council on a 
number of properties.  Staff was also directed to wait to talk to the Dehlers until the City heard back 
from the bonding committee.  The Dehlers gave the City a suggested price however no negotiations 
have taken place.  Since the last time the Council met, the City has secured $500,000 bonding money 
from the State for property that meets three of the objectives from the voters on how to spend sales tax 
dollars.  Once the final plat is approved for the Sartell Partners area, $300,000 will be made available to 
the city to purchase park land in that portion of the City. An application is also pending for a DNR grant.

course right now and questioned the need to make a decision tonight. If the golf course property were 
to be sold to another developer and if they were allowed to plat residential lots in the golf course,  the 
City could require right of way  through the platting process for a road connection from Pine Cone Road 
to the Wild at no cost to the City. hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ also talked about the difference of the assessed value and 
what the City is proposing to pay for the 168 acres. 
 
Council member Lynch said he cannot believe the Council voted down the opportunity to hear public 
input  for the purchase of this golf course.  Lynch said the City is proposing to spend $3.425 million to 
turn an 18 hole golf course into a 9 hole course. Lynch asked if any council member had a plan as to 
when the City could develop this property and how will we pay for it. 
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Council member Hennes commented on Whitney Park in St. Cloud that took over 40 years to get to the 
athletic complex where it is today and is still not complete.  Hennes  favors the purchase of the golf 
course as well  as purchasing the Dehler property, especially with over $2 million in funding sources 
available for the Dehler property.   
 
Council member Peterson said he favors the purchase of the golf course and feels development will

Council member Lynch talked about residents property taxes increasing if we continue to buy property.  
Grants are hard to get and there is no guarantee we will get one for the Dehler property .  Lynch agrees 
the Dehler property also has appeal to a lot of people especially with potential eagle habitat, however 
does not believe we will be able to purchase the Dehler property if we move forward with the purchase 
of golf course tonight. Lynch suggested to continue negotiations and take the άǿŀƛǘ ŀƴŘ ǎŜŜέ ŀǇǇǊƻŀŎƘΣ 
no rush to move forward now. 
 
Council member Perske  talked about the time the ice arena was developed and the amount of money 
donated by the City to that project. Perske talked about the appraised value of the Dehler property and 
believes that price would be much less than the asking price as well.  Perske suggested the City continue 
to pursue the Dehler property also, however agrees the golf course is a good value and excellent 
location and favors moving forward tonight. 
 
Council member Lynch talked about the financial options for the down payment , using all the sales tax 
money collected and bonding for the balance of funds  which will use all the sales tax money with 
nothing left to develop the property.    Lynch believes there is no reason to move forward at this time. 
Since this property is bound by residents on three sides, developing the property could also be 
disruptive to the neighborhood with additional lighting, therefore more thought needs to be put into 
the process. 
 
Council member Peterson suggested voting on the motion.

Council member Lynch asked if sales tax dollars can be used to buy furniture & supplies. Gartland will 
confirm with legal counsel. 
 
Council member Lynch talked about funding sources and best use of the land. Is it best  to build an 
athletic complex next to golf course? Lynch feels it is a mistake to move forward tonight, given the lack 
of planning,  and alter the ability to buy the Dehler property.

available, not consider only one property,  so to make a decision tonight does not seem fair for all the 
work that was done by everyone. hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ ƻŦŦŜǊŜŘ ǘƘŜ ǎuggestion to allow the owner of the golf course 
to move forward with operation of the course and take another 2-3 months to review all properties and 
get answers to all questions. hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ ǎǳƎƎŜǎǘŜŘ ǘƘŜ /ƻǳƴŎƛƭ ǎtep back, assess where we are going  and 
have a plan as to where we want to be.

 Council member Hennes suggested paying for the inventory from sales tax funds and, after checking 
with legal counsel, if not allowed, then take it from the general park funds. 
 
Greg Haupert of Rajkowski Hansmeier Law Firm, representing the seller, C&L Corporation spoke on 
behalf of the seller that, to the best of his knowledge there has been no spills or hazardous material on 
the property, however has owned the property since 1993 and would have no knowledge of the 
property prior to his ownership. The purchase agreement does provide for disclosures for wells and 
septic tanks as well as storage tank affidavit which will be provided to the buyer at closing. According to 
Haupert, the document is standard and fair to buyer and seller.
