b. Assessmenthearing for 2007 Capital Improvements Projects (Green Acres area)

Assistant City Engineer Brian Davies presented the Capital Improvement Project for 2007 consisting of
the Green Acres area and a section of 4™ Street North and 1% Avenue North. Brian outlined the scope of
the project and explained the design considerations for roadways, sidewalks, water main, sanitary
sewer, sanitary services and the storm water management plan.

Brian explained how the assessments will be calculated for street, sanitary sewer, sanitary services as
well as storm sewer. There will be no assessments to the homeowner for sidewalk and water main
improvements. Brian detailed how the assessments will be calculated for those homeowners with odd
shaped or corner lots.

City Administrator, Patti Gartland read testimony from the resident at 816 2" Avenue North, Sartell
regarding his concern of an excessive assessment amount compared to neighbors, being on a fixed
income and the hardship to pay the assessment as well as the lack of a drainage problem for the past 29
Y, years. City Engineer, Brian Davies explained how the assessments were calculated. Council member
Perske addressed the hardship issue and talked about assistance programs available.

Bill Rau, 409 1°* Avenue North, Sartell, asked what was wrong with the current system ? City Engineer,
Brian Davies explained the need to upgrade and extend the collection bases into the project area to
improve drainage and upgrade the outdated water and sanitary sewer pipes.

Bob Pogatshnik, Senior Engineer for DeZurik Water Control, Sartell, asked if this was the actual
assessment hearing? Is the amount on the assessments exactly what they have to pay? How long will
4" Street be closed for the project? If the assessment roll is adopted tonight by the Council, is the
assessment amount shown the amount owed? Engineer Davies said he was not sure the exact amount
of time 4™ Street will be closed, however they are working with the contractor to keep it at a minimum.
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Finance Director Degiovanni explained the option available to pay the assessments over 10 years at 6%
interest.

Ruth Aungst, 104 North 8" Street, Sartell, asked how the assessments are paid on real estate taxes?
Finance Director Degiovanni explained that the assessments are a separate line item on the real estate
tax form divided into equal payments for each six month tax period and spread over 10 years including
interest at 6%.

Doug Cramlet, 314 8" Street North, Sartell, talked about water runoff from a neighboring property (not
within this reconstruction project) and how/if the runoff can be controlled? Engineer Davies said that,
at this time, there will be no control for runoff from the neighbors until the property to the south has
Capital Improvements completed on their property.

City Engineer Mike Nelson, will check into what could be done to help the water runoff at 314 8" Street
North, Sartell.

Brian Nyholm, 901 4™ Avenue North, Sartell, asked the Assistant City Engineer to explain how the

Rose Serrano, 413 1% Avenue North, Sartell, lives on a corner lot and asked if she was assessed in 2006
for one side of her property for 2006 capital improvements , does she get a credit for one half the length
of her property for 2007 capital improvements? Engineer Davies will check into it.

Kim Falconer, 415 1% Avenue North, Sartell, was assessed for 2006 capital improvements and was
wondering when the project will be completed, there is still some work that needs to be done. There is
cracked curbing and sidewalk and some sod needs replacement. Engineer Davies was aware that some
issues still need to be completed and will check.

Rose Serrano, 413 1** Avenue North, Sartell, asked what was included in the sanitary service? Brian
Davies explained the sanitary service is for the connection to the main sanitary sewer line and is located
in the right-of-way.

Madih Alyas, 306 8" Street North, Sartell, asked how the assessments will be paid. Finance Director
Degiovanni explained how the assessments, if not paid before they go on the real estate taxes, how they
would be listed on the tax statement. He is moving next year and asked how existing problems would
be taken care of with the new homeowner, if there are any. Brian explained.

Dave Blue, 309 8" Street North, Sartell, asked what area the contractors will start with, on the south or
north end? Engineer, Davies said they will more than likely start on the southern portion. Blue talked
about mail delivery and if that will change. Engineer Mike Nelson said they prefer to leave the mail
boxes as is, and will check with the contractor. Mr. Blue suggested they fix the problem once, and do it
right.
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Dennis Kologi, 201 9™ Street North, Sartell, said the way the calculation of assessments is done for the
2RR aKIFLISR f20a oI KologRaSkeslH that ikdBemduitry stafidir&andydoe ity
compare to the way county assessors calculate them?

Aubreu Immelman, 99 8" Street North, Sartell, pointed out his lot on the project map and wanted to
verify that he is paying the correct amount of assessment. Immelman expressed concern for seniors
paying assessments on fixed incomes.

Council member Perske reiterated that the assessment policy is fair and equitable. Perske talked about
the difficulty of assessing seniors and talked about some programs that may help those seniors unable
to pay the assessments.

Aubreu Immelman, 99 8" Street North, Sartell, guestioned the 35% portion of the assessment and asked
if that is the same percentage as other cities pay. Engneer, Mike Nelson talked about the fair
assessment policy.

c. 2007 2% Street South improvements and Connecticut Avenue pathways and street lighting
improvements

Assistant City Engineer, Brian Davies explained the scope of the project, to create additional commercial
development, located within the City right-of-way along 23™ Street South and along Connecticut Avenue
South. A 40-foot right-of-way will need to be acquired for the City on the north half of the proposed 23"
Street South which is presently owned by Jerome Then. The proposed 23" Street South construction
includes the installation of a 400 lineal foot section of 40-foot wide collector street with right turn lane
and sanitary sewer, trunk water main, storm sewer, curb and gutter, sidewalk and bituminous surfacing.
Also included will be approximately 1,170 lineal foot of 10-foot bituminous pathway and 1,170 lineal
foot of a 6-foot concrete sidewalk on the east and west side of Connecticut Avenue respectively
between 23" Street South and County Road 134. Street lighting will be added on both sides of
Connecticut Avenue starting at County Road 134 and continuing north and terminating at the Magnolia
Place 2" Addition residential development.
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The following comments were heard, although comments do not reflect entire statements made:

Jim Illies, 827 Meadowlawn Court, Sartell, is representing AIE and Northwest Professional Center. lllies
questioned if the proper people received notice of the hearing. Particularly, Mr. lllies asked if Dr.
Kowalski received notice since this assessment will have a significant impact on his property.

Staff explained that Dr.Kowalski, owner of the northern piece of property was not registered as a land
owner at the time of the notices being mailed because the final plat was recorded about a week ago.
Notices had been sent to property owners on record with the County at the time of the mailing.

Jim lllies, 827 Meadowlawn Court, Sartell also expressed disappointment with excessive street lighting
proposed for both sides of Connecticut Avenue. lllies questioned why a sidewalk on one side and
bituminous trail on the other?
