NEW BUSINESS 
 

a. Heritage Place Villas 
 
Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director presented the site plan for Heritage 
Place Villas to be located on 7th Avenue South and Brianna Drive.  This six acre tract will contain seven – 
5 unit townhomes and one – 4 unit town home. The site is proposed to have 4 accesses off Brianna 
Drive.  All setback requirements have been met.   The building will be constructed of brick,  steel siding 
and vinyl shakes and will not exceed 35 feet in height. The landscaping requirement has been met.  The 
applicant is proposing a trail on the westerly side of the lot connecting to the adjacent lot to the north.   
The applicant is proposing two garage spaces plus parking storage area on the driveway for a total of 6 
parking spaces.  The wetland ordinance and lighting plan requirements have been met. One unlighted 
wooden entrance sign is proposed. The driveway to the north will be added with phase 2 and the 
apartments are constructed. 
 
The Joint Planning Commission and staff recommend approval based on the following conditions being 
met: 
 

1. All fire department comments are met 
2. Full NFPA 13 sprinkler system and fire alarm system being installed 
3. No parking shall be allowed on the 36 foot street off Brianna Drive that connects to the adjacent 

lot to the north and the 20 foot roads. 
4. All public work department comments are met. 
5. All building department comments are met.  
6. All engineering department comments are met 
7. A land disturbance permit is submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit 
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8. No flood lights shall be installed 
9. Future projects will need to go through site plan approval 
10. Pay park dedication fee’s in the amount of $4846.00 along with the costs to improve the trail 

system  prior to the release of a building permit. 
 
Council member Peterson questioned the lighting plan and  Developer Lonny Kornovich explained the 
homes are designed with a light on each side of the garage door and on the main entry to the home. 
Street lighting will be provided on Brianna Drive.

b. Keeneland Village 
 
Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director presented the site plan for Keeneland 
Village on behalf of the developer, Equity Investment Unlimited.  The site is located south of Heritage 
Drive off Amber Avenue South. The site plan is in compliance with setbacks and building height.  
 
The Joint Planning Commission and Staff recommend the site plan be approved provided the following 
conditions be met: 
 

1. Proper vegetation will need to be provided to screen the lighting from the parking spaces on the 
southwest side of the parking lot onto Amber Avenue South and from lot 1 block 1 of Keeneland 
Village plat 2 (residential). 

2. All lighting will need to be full-cut off and pole lighting shall be parallel to the pavement as to 
deflect light away from the adjacent properties.  Lighting shall not exceed .5 lumens at the 
property line at southwest boundary. 

3. Waste handling shall be in a four sided enclosure that will be constructed with the comparable 
materials to match the apartment brick 

4. The mechanical units will be placed within the site. Proper screening is required of all 
mechanical units (whether on the rooftop or on the ground. 

5. Engineering, Fire, Building and Public Works comments are met. 
6. Park dedication fees are paid. 
7. A land disturbance permit application submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit. 
8. Shrubs and trees would need to be provided for the accessory garages based upon the minimum 

requirements. That would require an additional 2 trees. 
9. Screening on the 3 parking spaces on the northeast side of the property and the spaces on the 

east side of the property will need to be established. 
10. The developer will be required to have the right of way acquisition agreements from Geyer (lot 

1, block 1) and Outlot A, as well as trial easements signed and recorded prior to the recording of 
the plat. 
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11. Adequate drainage will need to be maintained for the property to the north.  The applicant will 
need to provide plans showing adequate drainage. 

 
Council member Hennes  expressed concern about the proximity of this development to the residential 
neighborhood. 

 
Council member Perske also expressed concern of relationship to the back yards of homes in the area.  
Perske asked the City Engineer for an explanation of the type of native vegetation and Mike Nelson  
explained how the longer roots found in native vegetation will help stabilize the soils. 

 
Council member Lynch asked if the row of trees along the back property line  will stay. Anita said the 
developer intends to save the trees, if possible. 

 
Council member Peterson talked about his concerns of limited parking, closeness to the residential area 
as well as lighting issues.  Anita verified the parking lot light poles will be 10 feet high. Peterson also 
talked about the prairie grass and if the grass will be burned as part of maintenance, it would be too 
close to the building.

Consensus of the Council agreed that 
sooner or later these projects need to be upgraded and favored moving forward with a feasibility study 
at this time.  
 
The 
Council talked about the importance of keeping the residents informed as the projects  are planned and 
unfold. Informational meetings for the residents will need to be held explaining the  assessment policy 
and the portion of the project paid by the city. 
 
Mike updated the Council on the ongoing Green Acres project.  It is anticipated the first lift of 
bituminous will be done this week and the final lift and rain gardens will be completed this fall.
