2008 Capital Improvement Project assessments 
 
City Engineer,  Bob Schunicht gave a brief background of the proposed improvements for the 2008 
Capital Improvements as they pertain to Brookwood Lane including reconstruction of the street,  
sanitary sewer, storm sewer, water main, curb & gutter and rain water gardens  The process to 
determine  assessable square footage was also explained, however no lots will be assessed for more 
than 22,500 sq. ft. An itemization was presented for each improvement and the cost per sq. ft. 
assessment.  The City will be making approximately $4.5 million dollar investment with approximately 
$1.5 assessment to the property owners.  
 
Schunicht  recommended the assessments  for the property along 4th Avenue be deferred at no interest 
until the 2006 assessments expire in 2016 and that a special assessment hearing be held on March 24th  
for that project.  A recommendation was also made to include the Carriage Townhome association 
assessments on March 24th  so the proper homeowner/association can be notified. 
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As part of the Capital improvements, Schunicht explained his recommendations for parking along 2nd 
Street , the street be widened to 36 feet and increase parking  from 36 to 40 stalls to accommodate year 
round parking on both sides of the street which will be maintained by the City. 
 
Schunciht discussed paving the alley on 1st Avenue North and installing a section of sidewalk along 1st 
Avenue North.   
 
Schunicht addressed letters of concern from the following: 

1. Galarneault questioned the assessable footage assigned to his lot. A discrepancy was found and 
the assessable footage was corrected.

information was reviewed and the irregular lot size calculated similar to other irregular lots, 
therefore it is recommended the assessment remain as presented. 

3. St. Francis Xavier requested a  reduction in assessments and are recommending a part of their 
assessment be deferred until the remainder of 2nd street is reconstructed at a later date. Also, 
Engineer Schunicht recommended the assessments be calculated at the residential rate. 

4. One phone call was received about adding a new alley, which will not be done, only the existing 
alley will be resurfaced. 

5. DeZurik questioned the location of the sidewalk  on 1st Avenue and their concern of saving the

about 2 ft. behind where the existing curb is today while saving the shrubbery. This 
recommendation is consistent with the current sidewalk assessment policy. 

 
Council member Hennes asked for clarification on how the assessments were determined for the 
Atkinson lot. 
 
aŀȅƻǊ hΩ5ǊƛǎŎƻƭƭ opened the hearing at 7:30 p.m. and explained how the hearing would be conducted. 
The following comments were heard, although comments do not reflect entire statement made: 
 
Bob Pogatshnik, representing Sartell Valves, Inc. at 250 Riverside Avenue North, Sartell, thanked staff for 
listening to their concerns regarding the proposed sidewalk along 1st Avenue and concern of loss of the 
shrubbery along the sidewalk  due to snow removal and snow storage. In order to be assessed, there 
needs to be a benefit to the property owner and Pogatshnik does not believe, due to the location,  this 
sidewalk will be used by employees of   Sartell Valves, therefore there is no benefit to them. Pogatshnik 
did agree that Sartell Valves is willing to be a good neighbor and share in the cost associated with 
sidewalk installation, however they do not agree their property benefits  enough to warrant 100% of the 
cost being assessed. 
 
¢ƘŜ ŜƴƎƛƴŜŜǊΩǎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜ ŘƛŘ ǊŜǾƛŜǿ the project, and Schunicht indicated  he felt it is best to construct the 
sidewalk on the east side of the street due to the landscape of the area on the west side of the street. 
Typically staff from commercial developments will use sidewalks during breaks ( this sidewalk will 
extend to Watab Park) and since the sidewalk will be new construction and  according to City Ordinance,  
the property owner would be assessed at 100% of the cost.

Bob Pogatshnik, representing Sartell Valves, Inc at 250 Riverside Avenue North, Sartell,   does not 
believe there is full benefit to the Company. Pogatshnik stated that their employees usually walk along 
the river and would not use this sidewalk, however the sidewalk would be more of a benefit to the 
neighborhood. Sartell Valves is requesting a reduced rate in their assessments for the sidewalk project.  
At the estimated assessment time their assessment portion was $8283.00 and now at the final 
assessments are at $23,600.  Schunicht explained the difference in the assessment amount is possibly 
due to the difference of the city paying a portion of the project and the property owner being assessed 
at 100%. 
 

Karen Atkinson, 518 Brookwood Lane, Sartell,  submitted a letter to the Council requesting a reduction 
because they have 19 feet of their lot with no street in front of it. Karen indicated they are paying 40% 
more for area not being upgraded.  Engineer Schunicht explained the assessment was determined 
similar to other lots that are irregular (i.e. cul-de-sac lots)  and recommended the Atkinson property 
remain at the assessed amount. 
 
Council member Hennes questioned whether the Atkinson lot could be considered a corner lot and 
agrees with a reduced assessment. 
 
Terry Kreiling, 208 9th Avenue North, Sartell, has talked with his neighbors and they are only paying 
about  1/5th of what he is paying for the same work and lot size and ƘŜ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ŦŜŜƭ his assessment is 
fair.  Engineer Schunicht explained that his neighbors who are on corner lots  were assessed a few years 
ago when street improvements were extended on one side of their property, therefore they have 
already paid  part of their assessments and this assessment would cover the other side of the corner 
lots. Schunicht will review KreilinƎΩǎ ǇǊƻǇŜǊǘȅ and assessment for accuracy. 
 
Tom Sauer, 403 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, asked why the residents of Brookwood Lane have to pay for 
upgrades to the alley between Brookwood Lane and 2nd Street North when the alley is used for the 
apartment residents only. Brookwood Lane residents do not receive any benefit from the alley. 
Schunicht said the homeowners have the right to access the alley when they want, whether they choose 
to use it or not, it is still a benefit the homeowners.   
 
Steve Kavanagh, 501 1st Street North, Sartell,  said that all neighbors agree improvements are needed, 
however may be a financial hardship for some.  Kavanagh talked about the City spending money on land 
for parks while residents struggle with assessments. Even though the homeowners have heard about 
the life expectancy of the street,  there is no guarantee the street will last 30 years if curb and gutter are 
added.  Curb and gutter could also be a future liability for the city and increase taxes of residents.  
Kavanah suggested using a bituminous mix to resist cracking and adding a crown instead of curb and 
gutter. Kavanagh suggested removing the curb and gutter option form the project, hold down costs and 
keep property taxes from increasing. 
 
Janine Bunkowski, 407 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, reported that she was at a meeting on November 26th 
and Ƙŀǎ ŎŀƭƭŜŘ ǘƘŜ ŜƴƎƛƴŜŜǊΩǎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜ ƻƴ ƳǳƭǘƛǇƭŜ ƻŎŎŀǎƛƻƴǎ regarding questions on assessments on the 
alley ŀƴŘ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ƎŜǘ ŀƴǎǿŜǊǎ ƻǊ ǊŜǘǳǊƴ ǇƘƻƴŜ ŎŀƭƭǎΦ Bunkowski talked about density on the apartment 
side of the alley and said she would need to have an apron installed to access the alley, therefore does 
not feel the assessment for the alley portion is fair. 
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Steve Ehlen, 829 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, has met with neighbors and presented a list of residentsΩ 
signatures opposed to the curb and gutter.   Ehlen reviewed the reasons why they oppose curb and 
gutter and discussed the lack of maintenance on Brookwood Lane in the past approximately 15 years. 
Ehlen referred to MN Statutes  429 and stated there is no direct increase to the value of homes with the 
addition of curb and gutter, may only add to curb appeal at the time of a sale. Ehlen asked about future 
care of rain gardens after property is sold, if the new homeowner does not want a rain garden, what 
happens to them, can it be removed. Ehlen discussed the responsibility of the homeowner if the rain 
garden fails.  According to Ehlen, the Brookwood Lane area already has rain gardens when the water 
runs off the road and into yards, especially with the present type of soil.

the City.  Engineer Schunicht talked about placing the rain gardens strategically to be effective and clean 
up the run off. 
 
Roger Lahr, 513 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, talked of using directional drilling  technique to help save 
trees.  An estimation was given from the Engineer that he would lose approximately 3-4 oak trees during 
construction and possibly more over time due to root damage.  Mr. Lahr has contacted a real estate

decrease by more than the value of the assessments. 
 
Bob Schunicht explained they will try to save as many trees as possible during construction, however the 
3-4 trees Mr. Lahr referred to are located in the City right-of-way. 
 
Tom Offerdahl, representing St. Francis Xavier Parish, 219 2nd Street North, Sartell, said he appreciated 
all the help to reduce and defer the assessment.  St. Francis is being assessed for 508 ft of sidewalk and 
because this sidewalk would benefit the entire community, St. Francis would anticipate a reduction in  
assessment the same as Sartell Valves, Inc. would receive. 
 
Barbara Ringstrom, 516 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, talked about the money the City is paying towards this 
project is actually part of her money that she has paid in taxes.  This neighborhood does not need curb 
and gutter, however it seems the City will move forward with this project  even if it is protested by the 
neighborhood. May-be the rest of the city needs curb and gutter, however their neighborhood does not 
need curb & gutter.

pipes which are presently in the ground. The curb and gutter will help with preservation of the road and 
the rain gardens are designed to collect and manage storm water. 
 
Karen Abfalter, 820 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, is concerned  with her assessment  and value of homes 
with the addition of curb and gutter. Ms. Abfalter checked with a real estate agent who told her that 
curb and gutter does not increase the value of homes. Her home will probably be worth less due to 
economic times and the number of homes which are for sale. Abfalter does not believe they need curb 
and gutter. 
 
Ken Gerads, 402 Brookwood Lane, Sartell,  asked the Council to give consideration to the homes along 
the alley with a break on assessments similar to corner lots. Schunicht recommended keeping the 
assessments as presented. 
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Maureen Dehnke, 509 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, asked the Council to please listen to the residents. 
 
Carol Weiler, 504 Brookwood Lane, Sartell,  echoed all the comments made earlier and suggested the 
City reclassify the alley as a driveway for the apartment building, since they are the only ones using it. 
Make it a private drive for the owner of the apartment building. 
 
Steve Ehlen, 829 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, asked who determines the location of the rain gardens and if 
there are any current studies on water nutrients, nitrates and sediment  in the current run off?  Engineer 
Schunicht explained how the gardens are placed for water control and if not enough rain gardens are 
placed, a stormceptor system would need installed for the run off , as is planned for the Sartell Valves 
parking lot. Ehlen asked the reason there was no curb and gutter on 1st Street South. Gartland said first 
street south was a temporary road when constructed because there was no definite plan for future 
needs of the road, however ǘƘŜǊŜ ƛǎ ŘŜŘƛŎŀǘŜŘ ссΩ ƻŦ ǊƛƎƘǘ ƻŦ ǿŀȅΦ  Ehlen questioned why the City has 
the idea that Brookwood Lane needs curb and gutter, residents agree with infrastructure, but leave out 
the curb and gutter portion. 
 
Roger Lahr, 513 Brookwood Lane, Sartell, talked about the City continuing to address the water run off 
as waste water and Lahr feels the water is a precious resource for the residents lawns and trees. Lahr 
then questioned if the City increases the amount of water to the Watab and the Mississippi will the City 
have to install holding ponds at ŀŘŘƛǘƛƻƴŀƭ ǘŀȄǇŀȅŜǊΩǎ expense? Lahr asked what happens if we get a 
ǎƛƎƴƛŦƛŎŀƴǘ ǊŀƛƴŦŀƭƭ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ ƎŀǊŘŜƴǎ ŎŀƴΩǘ ƘŀƴŘƭŜ ǘƘŜ Ǌǳƴ ƻŦŦΚ Engineer Schunicht  explained the function 
of rain gardens using the water runoff. 
 
Steve Kavanagh, 501 1st Street North, Sartell,  talked about potential pollution control problems with 2-
year rainfall and sediment draining into the Watab River.  Kavanagh warned about sediment being 
discharged into the Watab  and the MPCA  making the City construct holding ponds to handle run off. 
Engineer Schunicht said the MPCA is requiring the City design run off for a 2 year storm and the city is 
doing more than that with this design.

The following comments were made from the Council: 
 
Council member Peterson thanked the public for attending the meeting and addressed the following 
concerns: Peterson apologized to Ms. .ǳƴƪƻǿǎƪƛ ŦƻǊ ƴƻǘ ƘŜŀǊƛƴƎ ōŀŎƪ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅ 9ƴƎƛƴŜŜǊΩǎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜΣ 
staff will follow-up; suggested to re-calculate the formula for assessment to the apartment building  for 
reconstruction of  the alley;  agrees with the uniqueness of the Atkinson property and suggested to 
review the assessment using a corner lot  formula. 

 
In addressing the alley assessment to the homeowners,  Lynch talked about  the residents not using the 
alley because they access their garage from the street side, therefore creates a different situation for 
those homeowners. Lynch suggested the Council, as a body, discuss the alley assessment. Engineer 
Schunicht  itemized the assessment for the alley at approximately $7500.   Regarding Sartell Valves, Inc., 
Lynch agrees the sidewalk will benefit the property owner and agrees with 100% of the sidewalk 
assessment. 
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Council member Perske also expressed concern of the alley assessment, however did feel there is a 
benefit to the homeowners as it was when the homes were first built, there is still access to the alley. 
The benefit of resurfacing the alley would be no dust from theroadway as well as limited drainage issues 
with run off. Perske discussed alternatives for moving the sidewalk for the Sartell Valves, Inc. property . 
 
Council  member Hennes questioned the need for sidewalks in the Carriage Townhome development 
site and asked if they were given advantage of the no sideyard assessments, since they are individually 
owned homes. Hennes also questioned the correctness of assessment for the sidewalk at a commercial 
rate rather than a residential rate.  Hennes talked about the location of the sidewalk near Sartell Valves 
as far as which side of the street would be best and agreed with revisiting the alley assessment for 
Brookwood.  Hennes talked about the reconstruction on his street about 9 years ago and concern of 
loosing trees at that time, now based on his experience with this major project, it makes sense to keep 
the curb and gutter in the project as well as taking care to save as many trees as possible during 
construction . Hennes agrees with reducing the assessment for the Atkinson property as well and 
consider it a corner lot.

property owners, especially with lower construction pricing received by the City at this time.  Mayor

Council member Peterson asked staff to research the possibility of vacating the alley on Brookwood. 
Council member Peterson suggested to delay action as long as the delay does not affect the project for 
2008 construction.   
  
Resolution adopting assessments for 2008 Capital Improvements Project 
 
Consensus of the Council was to have staff review the following issues and defer action on the  
resolution tonight, provided the project will move forward in 2008. The following items will be brought 
back to the Council at the March 10, 2008 meeting for consideration. 
    

1. Revisit potential adjustment to the  alley on Brookwood Lane and explore possible vacation. 
2. Revisit Carriage Townhomes homes ς check on sidewalk assessment rate. 
3. Review Sartell Valves sidewalk assessment rate.

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a. 19th Avenue North street and utility improvements 

 
 City Engineer, Bob Schunicht presented the project for the construction of 19th Avenue from 
approximately 10th Street North to just north of 11th Street North.  The construction of this section will 
replace the existing gravel surfacing and provide a standard roadway section for the adjacent 
neighborhood traffic. This project also includes  sanitary sewer, water main, storm sewer, bituminous 
trail and lighting. Approximately 760 lineal feet of 10-foot wide bituminous pathway will also be 
included along the west side of 19th Avenue.  Total cost of the project is $459, 662 and will be divided in 
the following manner: Reker Construction  $214,815.00, Lanoga Corporation (Street only) at 
$166,199,00, leaving the city share at  $78,647.00. Reker construction is requesting the City pay for the 
portion of project which runs in front of the Celebration Park, however the Engineer is recommending 
Reker be assessed as proposed.
