Planning and Community Development Director, Anita Rasmussen highlighted the process of applying
for various land acquisition grants through the DNR. In addition to the City Council passing a resolution
supporting the application for each of the grant areas, the City is required to hold a public hearing to
solicit any additional ideas or areas from the public to include into an application for the grant program.

In the past, the City has submitted grant applications, without success, towards the acquisition of both
the Lindsey Lake and Bakers Lake areas. These areas are also consistent with the areas contained within
the City's Athletic Complex Study which was appro

Both Lindsey and Bakers Lake area were split up into two potential grant areas (recreation and
conservation). The recreational areas, in term of geographic scope, are included as the primary acres
needed for the athletic complex. Those areas could facilitate regional active recreational activity such as
soccer, football and softball. The conservation areas are included as part of the complementary acres
for the athletic complex as referenced in the athletic complex study. The conservation areas would be a
complement to the active recreational areas by combining a natural and scenic component to the
regional park for bird watching and passive walking trails. At this point, we are not seeking any grants
for the expansion areas identified in the athletic complex study.

Typically a maximum of two grants can be applied for in each category. However, staff has been in
contact with the DNR and will be submitting a third application within the Regional Park Grant Program.

The estimated cost to purchase any of these properties could be 3 to 6 million dollars. Because the DNR
grants is a matching program, the City would look to one-half cent sales tax, park dedication, general
funds or donations to cover the 40% local match requirement.
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Patti explained that this is the first step in the grant application process. All of the targeted property
owners are aware if their property is being considered. If a grant is received, the Council would then
need to move to accept the grant and negotiations can start on purchasing property, if that is the wishes
of the Council.

Council member Perske asked the probability of getting the grants. Anita said it is difficult to answer
that, the money is out there, however we are unsure of how many applicants there are. Perske asked
the difference between natural and recreational grants and if one is better than the other? Anita said
the grants are the same, and if we are successful the City will be notified by July, if we are not successful
we can keep on applying.

Council member Hennes asked if there was any benefit in applying for Bakers Lake with the school being
close and the probability of sharing recreational fields. Anita explained that as far as receiving a grant is
concerned, proximity to school is not a factor.

Council member Peterson asked if the grants were specific for one area or project specific. Anita said
they are project specific.

Council member Perske talked about the benefit of working with the school district and strategically
placing athletic facilities near schools to take advantage of sharing school athletic fields with city

facilities, including parking lots.

Council member Hennes asked how often the City can apply for grants? Anita said we can apply every
year.

Council member Lynch definitely favors the City applying for any grant available.

b. Wellhead Protection Plan Phase 2

7:33 p. m. M apgned a public Hearimg sodistusslthe Wellhead Protection Plan. Brian
Janovec, representing Bonestroo, presented phase 2.

The background for Wellhead Protection Planning was explained. Jendersek outlined the planning
process which started in 2002, presented a map of the City depicting water supply systems, explained
the potential contaminant inventory and stated the goals and objectives.
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The following action plan was presented along with the next steps to be taken:

e Practice ongoing data collection with regards to potential contaminant sources

e Encourage sealing of unused/abandoned wells

e Enact spill prevention and mitigation measures

e  Work with county to ensure onsite sewage systems are in compliance

e Provide materials to public regarding Best Management Practices for turf and agriculture
management

e Educate public about proper disposal of household hazardous wastes

e  Work with local government units on land use and zoning activities to ensure groundwater
is a consideration

e Review development plans

NEXT STEPS:

e Public hearing (tonight’s meeting)
e Respond to comments from local units of government

e Finalize draft

e Submit to Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) for review and approval

e Adopt a plan within 60 days of MDH approval

wells? (100% ) Johnson also talked about growth and development and the affect on recharge along

with the affect of supply based on the quantity of sand point wells.

OLDBUSINESS

a. Presentation of Parks, Natural Open Space and Trail System work plan as recommended by
the Park Commission

Planning Associate, Therese Haffner presented the Park Plan. Therese gave a brief history starting when

the City adopted the Parks and Trails Master Plan in 1998 and in 2003 approving a Comprehensive Plan

which outlined general goals and strategies for the environment and park needs. Then in 2006 staff

began working with the Park Commission to develop the new Natural Open Space and Trail System

Work Plan. During the process of developing the work plan, a park inventory was completed. The

inventory updated the city’'s |list of parks al ong
play structures, pools, benches and more. The conditions and/or lack of amenities was identified along

with recommended development considerations for each park to reach optimal level of recreation.

The following members of the Park Commission were present: Chair person, Tryg Hanson, Commission
Members: Lorna Nestel and Bruce Johnson.

Therese Haffner discussed the goals as stated in the Park Plan. Some of the concerns of the Park
Commission expressed at their February 22, 2007 meeting were brought forward.

On behalf of the Park Commission, Chair Hanson thanked Therese for her work with the Plan and
explained that the Commission is looking for direction from the Council specifically as it relates to the
action plan and responsibility of the Commission. Tryg explained that the Park Commission would like to
be able to have a meeting with the Council to talk about specific responsibilities.

Park Commission member, Bruce Johnson asked about the authority of the Park Commission. Johnson
felt it would be helpful to know what funds are available so that a specific action plan can be
established A s ens e o f/gufddinedneofiler @ nadosv the action plan was requested.

Council member Peterson attended the Park Commission Meeting on February 22, 2007 and has
reviewed the work plan. Peterson suggested some changes in wording of the plan as for as who would
be the responsible agency for enforcement of City ordinances. Peterson said the Park Commission is
looking for guidance from the City Council as to available funding/budget in order to prioritize projects.

Planning and Community Development Director, Anita Rasmussen explained how the goals are
established and stated that this is a park system plan only.

Park Commission Chair, Tryg Hanson did not recommend action by the City Council as far as adopting
the plan tonight. However, Hanson did recommend a joint meeting with the City Council and the Park
Commission to discuss guidelines and expectations.

Council member Hennes asked that the Park Plan Goals specify the Sauk River as well as the Mississippi
and Watab as part of a major recreational, environmental, economic and aesthetic assets to the
community.

Council member Peterson asked how parkland dedication fees could be used, either for land acquisition
or park maintenance? It was clarified that parkland dedication fees can be used for capital
improvements only —land acquisition or equipment, not park maintenance.

Council member Perske said he was pleased with the plan and the possibility of using half cent sales tax
towards parkland purchase. Perske did ask for a change in the wording regarding the athletic complex
study, requestingt he wor d “ s o utihtkercamprehéngive dhaegoads ind sirategies and
replace it to include a study for the entire city, not only the southern section. Perske also requested that
a library be added to the list of sales tax money priorities.

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NEW BUSINESS

a. Presentation on utility bridge maintenance options

Gary Morien, with Bonestroo, made a presentation on the utility bridge maintenance options.

A brief history of the bridge was given. Morien talked about the deteriorating condition of the structure
and the concern of the utilities attached to the bridge. An investigation was conducted which found the
bridge superstructure to be in generally poor condition, has bent and damaged steel, corrosion of joints
and loss of steel, lead paint failure, bracing missing and bearings not functioning. The substructure is
generally in fair to poor condition, with some cracking.

Utilities on the bridge are in poor conditions. These utilities include water, sanaitary sewer and gas. An
underwater inspection was done In March, 2006 by a professional dive team and a report was
completed in April 2006 by Bonestroo.

Replacement options were presented and a comparison to the utility bridge project in Redwood Falls
was given.

The following suggestions/recommendations and very basic cost estimates were given:

1. Rehabilitate the existing bridge with an estimated cost of $2,470,000 or
2. Construct a new utility bridge with an estimated cost of $1,550,000

Council member Peterson suggested the City host an open house prior to any work being done on the
bridge because of the sentimental value this bridge may have to some residents as well as a time to
discuss funding sources. Cost estimates and suggestions for work needed may also be helpful for
residents to review at an open house and prior to the City Council making a decision. Due to the
condition of the utilities on the bridge and the need to replace them before 2008, a timeline for the
open house and ways to notify the public were suggested. Some of the recommended ways to notify
the public of an informational open house regarding bridge considerations were to insert notices on the
utilities bills, on city signs, in the Newsleader and St. Cloud Times.

Dale Struffert: Deputy Police Chief gave the Council an update on the hiring process for potential two
new officers. A recommendation of the new officers and a start date of April 30, 2007, will be made at
a later Council meeting.

Director, Brad Borders talked about removing the historical marker off the old bridge and options of
preserving at least the marker and possibly displaying it at another location within the City.

Brad updated the Council on the odor problem at lift station #1.
