Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director presented the request for a Land Use
Amendment from Commercial to low density on behalf of Brad Lange and George Moore. The purpose
of the request is to accommaodate for the construction of a twin home, which would also require the
property be rezoned from B-2 to R-2. The property is located north of Sartell Street and 4™ Avenue
South, is approximately .6 acres, vacant and designated for commercial development.

Changing the future land use to low density residential is very appropriate given the results of the 2006
commercial market study which suggests commercial activity to highway 15 and downtown Sartell
areas.

OLD BUSINESS

a. Mitigation plan approval as provided for in the AUAR for Sartell Partners Highway 15 property

Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director presented the request to approve eagle
habitat mitigation which is being delivered to the City prior to the approval of any land use decision on
the 98 acres located along Highway 15, including approval of the WCA application, under review.

Anita discussed the four properties suitable for eagle habitat as outlined in the FAUAR: the Sisk
property, the Shay property, the Dehler property and Graham Island. In order to proceed with the
development of the 98 acres, Sartell Partners have proposed acquiring the property known as Graham
Island which was a former nesting site for the current Sartell eagles as well as a giving the City of Sartell
a conservation easement on the property to further protect the property. Graham Island is
approximately 11 acres. In addition, Sartell Partners will donate $15,000 toward a natural resource,
eagle habitat fund for enhancing sites for model eagle habitat mitigation and education efforts for
property owners along the Mississippi and Sauk River.

Anita has been consulting with the Fish and Wildlife Service and the DNR for various eagle habitat
mitigation options. Representatives of the Fish and Wild life Service were out of town this week,
however to this point, have received no objections to the options outlined within the FAUAR. According
to Mike North of the DNR, Graham Island was the lowest priority for eagle habitat mitigation, however if
the other properties are not available at this time, it is a considered option. Representatives of the DNR
have suggested that a portion of the $15,000 donated by Sartell Partners be used to plant white pines
on Graham Island to enhance and restore eagle habitat along the river.

Anita clarified the mitigation per the FAUAR is specific to eagle habitat mitigation. Mitigation is also
required for development of the 98 acres, and not to be confused with mitigation that may or may not
be required for the wetland conservation act application . This mitigation is to fulfill the requirements of
the final AUAR. What is being proposed is reasonable and adequate to protect eagle habitat. Staff and
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legal council do believe the conservation easement covered in the 11 acres in Graham Island is sufficient
according to the requirements outlined in the AUAR.

Council member Perske clarified that the mitigation is to cover loss of habitat, not the nest. Perske also
questioned, if this action is approved, would this allow Sartell Partners to move forward with
development? Anita explained this is the first step and briefly outlined the number of steps needed
prior to development.

Council member Lynch asked if the representatives of the Fish and Wildlife Service need to officially sign
off on the mitigation plan or are they acting as an advisory role. Anita said, according to the FAVAR,
they should be consulted.

Council member Hennes would have preferred to receive information earlier for review, however did
have concern of the activity from the bridge affecting the eagles nesting habitat on Graham Island.
Hennes would prefer the Dehler property for mitigation. Anita gave comparisons of the Graham Island
property and the Dehler property regarding white pines and potential eagle habitat and modeling
nesting trees.

Council member Peterson is also concerned of the shift of mitigation to the Graham Island. Peterson
questioned the $15,000 fund and who would be operating it. Anita explained that the agreement would
be defined between Central Minnesota Community Foundation and the City and used for eagle habitat
restoration and other natural resource initiatives. Patti Gartland described a proposed agreement with
the City being a party to the agreement and defined how funds could be used.

Council member Perske is reluctant to move forward tonight with a decision because of the time frame
for the DNR to respond to e-mail communication from last Wednesday. Perske was unable to contact
Mr. North from the DNR this afternoon and is concerned about getting their blessings prior to approval
of this mitigation plan.

Anita informed the Council of the e-mail which was received by Mike North of the DNR Monday
afternoon.

Council member Perske asked if the Graham Island had been purchased already or if there is a purchase
agreement on it, and what was the purchase price?

Steve Feneis, representing Sartell Partners explained that a memo was included from Rinke Noonan
along with an executed copy of the purchase agreement , signed by both buyers and sellers, along with
the conservation easement . The purchase price of the island is $100,000 which will be acquired by
Sartell Partners and will place the conservation easement in favor of the City of Sartell on the island.
On behalf of Sartell Partners, Feneis offered to turn the Graham Island over to the City at closing, and
the City could take fee title at closing and place a conservation easement on it immediately, if that is a
concern of the DNR.

Council member Perske asked what jurisdiction the island is in. Feneis said they understand it to be in
the City of Sauk Rapids.

Council member Lynch stated that the City has received comments from the DNR and since they are an
advisory, can take into account their statements. Even though the Graham Islandisnoti KS 5 b wQ&
number one choice of mitigation sites, it is an acceptable site according to the FAUAR. Ownership of the
island does not have to be decided tonight, however Lynch would prefer to act on the mitigation plan
tonight.

Council member Hennes would like to hear a response from the Fish & Wildlife Service, and would
prefer to wait until the next Council meeting to make a decision.

On behalf of Sartell Partners, Steve Feneis asked to addressed the Council. Feneis talked about the
delays in the process over the past couple of years and how delay of action by the Council tonight would
only further delay the process. Feneis talked about the DNR and Fish and Wildlife Service being very
involved from the beginning of the project and have approved this mitigation through their comments in
the final AUAR. Postponing a vote will only postpone the process.

Mike Noonan, with Rinke Noonan Law Firm, expressed thanks to staff for all the hard work put into this
project. Since staff is recommending the Graham Island site and in the FAUAR, Graham Island is
RSaA3yl SR Indtigaliok Ste, Mo2nkd{said Yolpdstpone a vote would only become a
burden to Sartell Partners. Noonan requested action be taken tonight.

Council member Hennes talked about other property which is not for sale at this time (namely the Shay
property), therefore the Graham Island may be the only property available. This is not his preferred
spot, but obviously identified as prime eagle habitat, and he will be voting in favor. To delay a decision
to the next Council meeting does not make sense.
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Council member Peterson will not vote against the purchase of Graham Island but going forward wants

to have a comfort level in approving it. Peterson agrees with Mayorh Q5 NA a4 O2f f Qa 0O02YYSy i a
Graham Island is identified as a mitigation site and meets the requirements in the AUAR, however would

have liked clarification from DNR and Fish & Wildlife before making a decision.

Council member Perske is not opposed to Graham Island as mitigation, however would like to have
more time to weigh out his decision. It is unfortunate a decision has to be made tonight, since he
would preferred to have approval from the DNR.

Council member Lynch is not sure why the Council would delay a vote. City Council approved the FAUAR
last May and now Sartell Partners has brought a plan that meets these FAUAR requirements.

Council member Hennes feels it is an honor to have eagles in our area and that it is important to do
everything we can to keep them local. Hennes would prefer more money be put in the Central
Minnesota Community Foundation funds, however agrees this is a start.

Hughes verified that a certified letter has been sent to the managers at each business, advising them of
the failures and approaching Council Meeting where the penalties will be assessed.
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Council member Hennes talked about their record and his concern of failing 3 in the past 24 months.
Hennes suggested the Council consider imposing a 14 day penalty, or possibly suspension of license.
