FINAL PLAT ɀ KEENLAND VILLAGE 2 
 
Therese presented the request for the Final Plat for Keenland Village 2.      The following are the 
recommendations that were made by staff: 

1. The City has a wetland ordinance that requires buffer setbacks from the delineated wetland.  
These setbacks will need to be incorporated into a preliminary grading plan. 

2. The developer will be required to have the right of way acquisition agreements from Geyer, and 
Outlot A, and any other property owners signed and recorded prior to the recording of the final 
plat. 

3. Fire Department comments are met. 
4. Building Department comments are met. 
5. Engineering comments are met. 
6. Public Works Department comments are met. 
7. There will need to be the continuation of trail easement around the wetland to Huntington Park. 
8. Park dedication requirements will be calculated and collected prior to issuance of a building 

permit. 
9. All future development will go through site plan review and approval meeting all requirements 

of the CDZ district and wetland ordinance. 
10. There will be no fill or excavation below the 1029.7 elevation mark. 
11. Any structure on site will be setback at least 55 feet from the 1029.7 elevation.

WATER TREATMENT PLANT SITE DISCUSSION 
 
Mark Wallace with Bonestroo presented the proposed future water treatment plant.  Bonestroo is looking for 
input from the commission on the proposed plant location and design. 
 
This plant would be placed on a 26 acre parcel of land just off of County Road 4 and County Road 133.  The 
proposed plant would be approximately 105 feet by 130 feet and would include a water storage tank, 
infiltration basins 4 wells, of which 3 would be active immediately and the last left until needed. 
 
The commission would like to see a berm area to hide the ponds.  They would also make the suggestion that 
the building be placed parallel with County Road 4 and similar building materials to other city buildings be 
made.   
 
LIFE CYCLE HOUSING TERMINATION DISCUSSION 
 
Anita notified the commission that all of the area cities have voted to terminate the life cycle housing and 
some of the zoning ordinances will need to be revisited that have current life cycle housing addendums to 
them.  Also preliminary plats that have current life cycle housing will need to be revisited as they are final 
platted.
