OLD BUSINESS 
 

a.  Consideration of request for refund of liquor license fees for Rockin Ribs establishment 
 
City Administrator, Patti Gartland presented the request on behalf of Tammy Corrigan, the former 
owner of Rockin Ribs for a liquor license refund of $300.00.  Patti explained the unique circumstances 
surrounding this request which could warrant some partial refund. Rockin Ribs had applied for and 
received a liquor license, however sold the business prior to any liquor sales, therefore they are 
requesting a full liquor license refund  of $300.00.  A recommendation was made to retain $100 to cover 
administrative time and refund $200. 
 
Council member Peterson said the liquor license fee reimbursement should have been considered as 
part of the sale of the business and for the business owner to ask for a refund at this point could open 
the door to future requests. Peterson felt  it  should be more of a business decision and not Council 
decision to refund the fee, especially since the ordinance does not  allow for refunds. 
 
Council member Hennes said he felt this is a different situation, since the business never used the liquor 
license. 
 
Mayor O’Driscoll talked about the ordinance and how Council member Peterson did bring up a good 
point regarding setting a precedence. 
 
Council member Perske said he agreed with this being a unique situation because they have not served 
any alcohol. 
 
Council member Peterson agreed it was unfortunate Rockin Ribs didn’t have a chance to use the liquor 
license, however cannot agree with a refund. 
 
Police Chief Hughes referred to state statute in the ordinance.  Mary Degiovanni will check on M.S. Ch 
340A.

b. Consideration of recommendation for city tag line 
 
Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director, presented the four top taglines as  
recommended by the Economic Development Commission.  If the preferred tagline is regarded in a 
positive light, it would be staff recommendation to implement the new tagline in new City Banners, 
marketing materials and letterhead. 
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Of the four suggestions made, none of the taglines met the approval of Council members. Consensus of 
the Council was to open tagline suggestions up to the public through  a contest for the Fallfest 
celebrations, offering a framed Centennial Print for the prize for the chosen tagline.  If more than one 
person submits the chosen tagline, a drawing would be held to pick the prize winner.

c. Discussion of cable broadcast protocol 
Interviews were conducted with two individuals who had responded to the volunteer solicitation to 
provide cable casting services for the City Council meetings. Patti Gartland gave a brief background of 
the individuals , stating that both individuals interviewed appeared qualified and willing to serve the 
City.   City Administrator, Patti Gartland presented a draft outline of the cable broadcast protocol to 
assist in addressing some of the logistical aspects of cable casting.   The draft outline of the cable 
broadcast protocol specifically states broadcasting will begin at 7 p.m. and conclude at the completion 
of “New Business” matters on the agenda or at 10 p.m., whichever occurs first.  A $200.00 A-B switch 
will need to be installed to facilitate broadcasting. 
 
Both Council member David Peterson and Joe Perske suggested broadcasting the entire meeting, not 
only up to the department reports.  
 
City Administrator, Patti Gartland, talked about protocol of conducting public hearings while televising 
and the fine tuning needed prior to broadcasting.  What may seem to be simple questions, such as the 
angle of broadcasting, time allotted for taking testimony at hearings, whether to use the public address 
system or take testimony from the floor, all need to be addressed and have the consensus of the council 
in order to guarantee assurance of quality viewing for the public. 
  
Mayor O’Driscoll emphasized the importance of taking one step at a time and review the process of how 
the televising should be conducted. At least two trial broadcastings should be done prior to the actual 
televising.  Mayor O’Driscoll said the Council needs to be respectful of the volunteers and their 
commitment and not knowing at this time if they are willing to work longer hours, O’Driscoll would 
prefer to delay action.

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NEW BUSINESS 

a. Mississippi Riverbank Stabilization Project 
 
City Engineer, Mike Nelson  presented an overview of the project and showed pictures of the current 
conditions depicting the deterioration and eroding on the riverbank at Veterans Park along with the 
erosion of the river bank near the 18” trunk sanitary sewer line. The Army Corps of Engineers conducted 
a feasibility study on the riverbank and acknowledged  the feasibility of the project and the City to 
proceed.  Nelson outlined alternative plans to repair the river bank and talked about the easements by 
property owners needed to move forward with this project.  The project will be completed with 65% 
Federal funds ($252,000) and 35% City funds ($93,000), if approved.

b. Assessment policy amendments 
 
Finance Director, Mary Degiovanni explained the revisions to the Assessment Policy as presented to the 
Council.  The Public Works Commission has reviewed this draft and recommended bringing it to the 
Council for discussion.  The line item added to the policy regarding the assessment for cost of street 
lighting was discussed, particularly the recommendation to assess 100% of the street lighting to 
commercial  accounts. 
 
Council member Hennes felt it would be unfair to assess businesses 100% of street lighting costs  and 
cause undue hardship for businesses. Decorative street lighting usually is not their top priority. 
 
Council member Lynch asked if decorative street lighting would actually add that much value to the 
business?  Lynch agrees with Council member Hennes and the fairness issue. 
 
Council member Perske suggested business could actually benefit from street lighting and additional 
traffic. 
 
Council member Peterson prefers that all residential would be the same (35%) especially if businesses 
are going to be assessed at 100%. 
 
Council member Hennes commented that decorative street lighting benefits the entire city and the cost 
should be paid by every resident. 
 
Mayor O’Driscoll talked about other projects having more priority than street lighting and that 
decorative lighting could be limited to main corridor roads such as County Road 29 and 133 in addition 
to the lighting already established on Pine Cone Road. 
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Council member Hennes agrees with decorative lighting on main corridors, also suggested placing 
conduit for future lighting on County Road 29 while it is under construction. 
 
Finance Director, Mary Degiovanni will be coming back to the Council with recommendations for 
amending the Assessment Policy including a street lighting plan for main corridors.

Police Chief,  Jim Hughes presented his memorandum . 
 
Penalty provisions for liquor license violations 
 
Mayor and Council members discussed the current liquor license violation fee structure. Chief Hughes 
had presented a memorandum in the Council’s packet comparing area cities fees. Consensus of the 
Council was to stay with our current fee structure.

Director, Brad Borders presented his monthly memorandum.

City Engineer, Mike Nelson presented his memorandum and current issues.  Council member Perske has 
heard some concerns from residents on possible 2008 capital improvement projects. 
 
Planning & Community  Development Director 
 
Director, Anita Rasmussen, updated the Council on variances for Township residents and the authority 
of the Town Board to issue variance permits.  The City Attorney will be discussing land use decisions 
with the Town Board at their next meeting. 
 
Council member Perske talked about another open house for the Town Center as well as the options for 
improvements for Northside Park.

Administrator, Patti Gartland asked the Council’s availability for the next workshop and offered to 
circulate potential dates via e-mail, until a mutually agreed date is found.  RSVP’s for the Area Cities 
meeting was taken.

Council member Hennes reported on the aquatic meeting he attended regarding a community pool 
planning, stating it was very positive and well attended.  Hennes also talked about the MTC meeting and 
retreat  he attended in June. 
 
Mayor O’Driscoll will update the Council at an upcoming workshop about the win/win situation and cost 
savings for the City and employees due to insurance premiums options passed with the approval of 
union contracts.
