a. Appointment to Park Commission 
 
Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director, updated the Council on the interviews 
held prior to the City Council meeting tonight, to select a Park Commission member.  A position became 
available on the commission due to the resignation of Bruce Johnson.  Council member Perske and 
Peterson interviewed five candidates .  The appointment would fill out the remaining term of 1.5 years, 
of a three year term. 
 
All applicants were extremely qualified, energetic and willing to serve the City. Council member Perske 
and Peterson recommended Council approve Michael Burzette to the Park Commission  to fill the vacant 
term until December 31, 2008.

b. Consideration of repair and upgrades to Liftstation #8 
 
Public Works Director, Brad Borders explained the need to upgrade liftstation #8.  Initially the 
recommendation was to remove the liftstation and replace it with a gravity sewer line. Eliminating the 
lift station would save us currently required  repair costs as well as the long term operations, 
maintenance and replacement issues associated with a lift station. 
 
However the City has been unable to come to purchase terms for the easement with the property 
owner and the estimated construction cost for the gravity system exceeds $400,000.  Due to the cost, 
the Utility Commission is recommending the City proceed with repairs to the current lift station rather 
than removal at this time. 
 
Braun Pump & Controls estimated cost to repair the liftstation at $24,252.00 plus freight charges and 
sales tax.  City Engineer, Mike Nelson recommending the City move forward with the repairs to the 
liftstation.

NEW BUSINESS 
 

a. Final plat and development agreement for Keeneland Village Plat Two 
 
Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director presented the request for final plat 
approval for Keeneland Village on behalf of Equity Investments Unlimited, owner and developer. 
 
The plat is located south of Heritage Drive and east of Magnolia  Place Development. Access to the plat 
will be off Amber Avenue South and will connect  from the existing roadways to make a public road 
through Keeneland Village (as identified in the future transportation corridor map).  Setbacks for all 
structures is 40 feet and pavement is 20 feet from the body of water located on the site. All buildings 
will need to meet the requirements of the CDZ district. Sidewalks will need to be six feet wide and 
placed 6 feet back of the curb. There will need to be a revised plan showing the dedication of a trail 
easement around the wetland on Block 1, Lot 1. Park dedication will be required as part of the platting 
process. A wetland delineation has been completed and has been reviewed by the City’s Hydrologist. No 
fill or excavation below the 102.7 elevation mark.  
 
Staff and the Joint Planning Commission approve the final plat provided the following conditions are 
met. 
 

1. The City has a wetland ordinance that requires buffer setbacks from the delineated wetland. 
These setbacks will need to be incorporated into a preliminary grading plan. 

2. The developer will be required to have the right of way acquisition agreements from Geyer (Lot 
1, Block 1), Outlot A, and trail easements signed and recorded prior to the recording of the final 
plat. 

3. Fire Department comments are met. 
4. Building Department comments are met. 
5. Engineering comments are met 
6. Public Works Department comments are met 
7. There will need to be the continuation of trail easement around the wetland to Huntington Park 
8. Park dedication requirements will be calculated and collected prior to issuance of a building 

permit. 
9. All future development will go through site plan review and approval meeting all requirements 

of the CDZ district and wetland ordinance. 
10. There will be no fill or excavation below the 1029.7 elevation mark 
11. Any structure on site will be setback at least 55 feet from the 1029.7 elevation
