a. Zoning Ordinance for map amendment for Environmentally Sensitive Areas

Anita Rasmussen presented a background in the process of the AUAR (Alternative Urban Areawide
WSOASHU0 6KAOK NBGASESR GKS SY@ANRYYSYydlt AYLI
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identified growth areas which lies within portions of section 34 and 35 and consists of approximately
225 acres.

From the AUAR and through extensive review of the 225 acres, it was determined that an amendment
to the ESA (Environmentally Sensitive Areas) map was warranted. Some areas are proposed to be
deleted, while other areas may have seen an increase in the importance level. As the properties go
through site plan & platting approval the final determination of the specific boundaries will be made by
qualified scientists.

The consultant , the Joint Planning Commission and staff recommended approving the amendments to
the ESA as required by the Final AUAR and Mitigation Plan.

The requests for amendments will ensure a high level of protection for the natural resources along the
Sauk River consistent with the provisions and allowances within the ESA ordinance process. Through the
ESA process the oak savanna west of CR 134 will also provide for the protection and enhancement of
the area at an appropriate level during the review process for any potential development projects.

City Engineer, Mike Nelson outlined the location for the Connecticut Avenue Pathways and Street
Lighting project.

The street lighting system is part of the overall streetscape that the City has planned with commercial
areas that contain sidewalks and pathways. Street lighting not only adds to the safety of the
pedestrians that use the sidewalk and pathway but also defines the commercial space in the city. The
street lighting will be consistent with style and spacing used elsewhere in the City. Spacing is proposed
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to be 250 feet on both sides of Connecticut Avenue with 125 feet staggering from side to side. The light

Community Development Director, Anita Rasmussen explained the recommendation to terminate the
Life Cycle Housing Agreement due to the lack of support from some of the member jurisdictions, limited
response to promote the LCH by major employers and changes in the housing market. Most
importantly, there have been significant changes in the funding which ultimately left little to no gap
financing for potential LCH homes.

Individual cities will still continue to develop and be responsible for providing affordable housing based
on the Comprehensive Plan and Joint District Plan goals. The existing LCH units within the City of Sartell
will continue to be deemed affordable through a Community Land Trust administered by Central
Minnesota Housing Partnership.

Council member Lynch said it is good government practices to recognize when a program is not working
and not in the best interest of the City and to discontinue the program.

The anticipated timeline of this planning process is expected to occur
over the summer of 2007. Anita will be seeking a grant to help offset the cost.
