Proclamation Declaring Local Emergency for the
Purposes of Facilitating Vehicular Storm Damage Assessments
and Insurance Claims Processing In the City of Sartell, Minnesota

WHEREAS, the Minnesota Emergency Mandlgement Ac
Emergency Management Plan authorize local governments to exercise emergency powers; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, section 12.29 specifically establishes the authority for the Mayor
to declare a local emergency to invoke necessary response to a local emergency in accordance with the
Act and the Plan; and,

WHEREAS, portions of the City of Sartell sustained significant hail storm damage during the late
afternoon of Wednesday, June 20, 2007; and,

WHEREAS, hundreds of vehicles owned by residents of the City of Sartell have reportedly
sustained damage from the storm requiring insurance damage assessment and claims processing; and,

WHEREAS, facilitating the temporary establishm
faciliti es” pedigthepeodswrsofiraurayice danvage @sgessment and claims processing
for resident owners of vehicles damaged in the hail storm in the City of Sartell, Minnesota on June 20,
2007; and,

WHEREAS, facilitating insurance damage assessment and claims processing for residents of the
City of Sartell for vehicles damaged in the hail storm in the City of Sartell, Minnesota on June 20, 2007 is
in the best interests of the residents of the City of Sartell and will promote the health, safety, order,
convenience, and the general welfare of the citizenry in returning the City as quickly as possible to
normalcy.

NOW, THERFORE, as Mayor of the CityofSar t el | , Mi nnesot a, [ Tim O’
proclaim and declare a local emergency in accordance with Minnesota Statutes, section 12.29 for the
express and limited purpose of facilitating vehicular storm damage assessments and claims settlement
in the City of Sartell, Minnesota, in the following manner:

1) Temporary tented drive-through structures may be erected at appropriately zoned locations
within the City of Sartell subject to administrative review and written approval by the City of
Sartell Planning Office; and,

2) Temporary tented drive-through operations are for the limited purpose of providing
vehicular damage assessment and insurance claims processing by licensed insurance carriers
and/or licensed adjusters that on June 20, 2007, insured vehicles with a registration address
in Sartell, Minnesota.

3) The only activity authorized to occur in an approved temporary tented drive-through
operation is vehicular damage assessment and insurance claims processing for vehicles that
were hail damaged on June 20, 2007. The distribution or solicitation of repair or service
provisions for repair or disposal of damaged property is specifically prohibited.

4) Subject to City Council reauthorization as described below, this temporary allowance for the
establi shment of ®“catastrophe service assess|
and insurance claims processing for citizens of the City of Sartell whose vehicles were hail



damaged on June 20, 2007, in Sartell, Minnesota terminates on Sunday, July 8, 2007 at 5:00
p.m., unless otherwise determined by action of the City Council of the City of Sartell.

Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 12.29, this proclamation and the authority contained herein
shall become effective for a period of three days beginning at 5:00 p.m. Friday, June 22, 2007 and shall
cease, unless reauthorized by action of the City Council of the City of Sartell in its regular meeting
scheduled for 5:00 p.m. Monday, June 25, 2007.
