LAND USE AMENDMENT, REZONING, PRELIMINARY PLAT ɀ SARTELL PARTNERS 
 
Anita presented the requests regarding land use, rezoning and the preliminary plat regarding the Sartell 
Partners site. 
 
Sartell Partners is looking to receive a land use amendment from Mixed Use to Commercial (General 
Business).    Sartell Partners would also like to change the existing Agricultural zoning to Commercial Planned 
Unit Development. 
 
According to the AUAR, a CDZ and PUD zoning designations would be considered appropriate zoning 
classifications in regards to this property. 
 
The preliminary plat would consist of a 97.92 acres which would include 22 parcels for commercial use, two 
outlots which would include open space/ponding/wetlands and a ROW of County/State Right of Way. 
 
The minimum building setback from Highway 15 would be 20 feet and the minimum driveway/parking area 
from Highway 15, County Road 1 and 120 would be 10 feet with a Minimum Lot Green Space of 20% and 
Overall Green Space of 35%. 
 
The Sartell Park Commission recommended a payment in lieu instead of parkland dedication.  The amount of 
dedication to be required would be $293,639.92 which would be required at the time of final plat. 
 



Bob Schlunicht reviewed the engineering comments regarding the property.  He stated that most of the 
engineering comments have been met and just touched based on a few of the items.  He stated that any 
existing problems can be worked out as the plat moves forward and has no issues with the plat being 
approved in regards to the engineering business. 
 
Anita presented the list of items that she has for Conditions of Approval that would need to be provided prior 
to the council meeting. 
 

1.  Parking or building areas will not be allowed to encroach within the easement areas. 
2. The easements over the wetlands should be displayed on the site plan. 
3. Plan Sheet 10 and 24 ɀ Pond 116 is shown being constructed with a slope of 3:1 above the safety 

ledge.  The City adopted a resolution in 2003 that established the maximum slope above the safety

maximum allowable slope of 4:1. 

4. Internal private roadway systems shall be documented with a cross ingress/egress easement.  This 
should be shown on the plans.  An easement shall be provided prior to the final plat recording.  The 
not on the preliminary plat is not adequate. 

5. Plan sheet 5 ɀ The internal roadway access to CSAH 1 is located in the MnDOT controlled access zone.  
The roadway will be limited to right in-right out only access to CSAH 1.  Written permission from MN 
DOT will need to be obtained and submitted to the City for this access location to CASH 1. 

6. The site plan will need to provide turning movements to verify commercial vehicles have been 
accommodated within the site. 

7. Plan Sheet 24 ɀ The detail page will need to provide roadway typical sections for the internal roads. 
8. Minimum building setback from Highway 15-20 feet. 
9. Comments reserved for Stearns County, Sauk River Watershed District, APO. 

 
 
Bruce Stainbrook and Mike Noonan described the uniqueness of the site with the addition of over 80 rain 
gardens and with the wetlands areas on the site, it would provide a screen to County Road 120.
