a. Ordinance prohibiting outdoor solid fuel heating devices

AtT YMp LI®PY Oriscollaopede@thidhdaridg. Planning and Community Development Director,

Anita Rasmussen presented the request to prohibit the use of outdoor solid fuel heating devices. The

type of device addressed in this amended ordinance would prohibit the use of accessory buildings used

for heating devices for homes. These types of buildings for heating devices are more prevalent in the

township, however, as township residents are annexed into the City limits, § KS / A& Qa8 CANB al N
recommending the ordinance be amended at this time. The nuisance created with these heating

devices are dense smoke, noxious fumes, gas and soot or cinders in unreasonable quantities often times

created by burning garbage.

The following comments were heard, although comments may not reflect entire statement made:

Janet Netter, 40926 County Road 1, Rice, MN, questioned if this ordinance would restrict bon fires?
Anita said this is strictly for accessory buildings with smoke stacks for heating homes.

Council member Peterson asked if they are restricting or prohibiting the use of solid fuel heating
devices in accessory buildings? Anita said staff is recommending the prohibited use. Peterson was

of the impression the heating devices would be allowed if all the restrictions were met regarding clean
air standards.

Council member Hennes asked if there are any issues with this type of heating devices at this time?
Anita clarified that the city does not have any issues, however recommended the amended ordinance to
avoid issues.

Council member Perske agrees that smoke from these types of burning devices could be a nuisance,
however if the pellets or corn were burned, and no garbage, would a problem exist? Perske does
support alternative heating devices.

TYoo t ®ad ad- apehaddhé pDifichidarin@ @ohtinued from April 23, 2007) and turned
the meeting over to the engineer for presentation.

City Engineer, Mike Nelson explained the scope of the project proposed for 23" Street South along
Connecticut Avenue South. A 40-foot right-of-way will need to be acquired for the City on the north half
of the proposed 23™ Street South which is presently owned by the Jerome Then, Trustees. The project
includes the installation of a 400 foot lineal section of a 40-foot wide collector street with right turn
lanes and sanitary sewer, trunk water main, storm sewer, curb and gutter, sidewalk and bituminous
surfacing. Also included will be approximately 1,170 lineal foot of 10-foot bituminous pathway and
1,170 lineal foot of 6-foot concrete sidewalk on the east and west side of Connecticut Avenue
respectively located between 23" Street South and County Road 134 . Mike presented the cost
estimates for the projects individually and the associated assessments to the appropriate property
owners.

The following comments were heard, although comments do not reflect entire statement made:

Jim lllies, 827 Meadowlawn Court, Sartell, and owner of the Northwest Professional Center reiterated
his concern over the redundancy of sikewalk on one side of the road and bituminous path on the other,
also a concern of the street lights being too close together. Mr. lllies asked the Council to consider the
redundancy of the project.

8:44 p.m. Mayor closed the hearing.

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City Engineer, Mike Nelson will research the spacing and cost of both the shorter versus taller street
light poles and bring his findings back to the Council for their decision at a later date.

The removal of the rip rap placed

at the outlet of the storm sewer between Lots 9 and 10, Block 2 has caused erosion at the storm sewer

outlet. The rip rap and geotextile fabric that was removed near a storm sewer apron has been used for

a personal retaining wall. The excavation of the embankment of the pond has caused increased slopes

that are greater than the maximum slope allowed. The removal of the safety shelf or ledge has created

a safety issue to children or trespassers that are nearby. Excavation has occurred to the westerly end of

the pond embankment and has caused safety concerns and current erosion to the pond slopes. The

excavation has caused disturbance to the vegetative pond slope and has in turn lead to erosion of the

pond embankment. All construction will occur within a drainage and utility easement.
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Due to the combination of this project with a larger project, the assessment for the resident has been
reduced to $5,700.00.

City Engineer, Mike Nelson updated the Council on the status of the utility bridge and recommendations
to move forward with improvements to remove the old bridge and replace it with a bridge to carry the
utilities only.

City Administrator Patti Gartland talked about suggestions to get information out to the public
identifying options to either create a new bridge to carry utilities or install a pump system to pump
utilities to the East Side. Patti talked about the minimal public reaction received to the article in the
paper on the concept of replacing the historic bridge structure.

Engineer, Nelson suggested ordering a feasibility study and televise the existing lines to determine the
condition of the pipes on the bridge. Nelson estimated a preliminary study could be completed in about
a month.

a. Sartell Supportive Housing development

Community and Development Director, Anita Rasmussen presented the request for site plan approval
on behalf of the applicant, Accessible Space, Inc., for an apartment building proposed for 2™ Street
South and designated for physically disabled individuals. The owners are proposing twelve, one -
bedroom accessible units and four, two-bedroom unit s.

The site plan meets the setback and landscaping requirements as well as the required off-street parking
spaces. A lighting plan has been submitted for review. One approximate eight-foot high entrance sign is
proposed along the southeast boundary along Sundance Road. All waste handling equipment will be
stored and kept in a four-sided enclosure.

The Joint Planning Commission and Staff are recommending approval provided the following conditions
are met:

1. All building department comments are met.

2. All fire department comments are met.

3. All public utilities department comments are met.

4. Aland disturbance permit application will be submitted prior to issuance of a building permit.

5. All engineering comments are met.

6. The applicant adds a sidewalk on the northwest side of the property leading up to 2™ Street
South to connect with a potential future trail.

7. The City conduct a sidewalk/trail feasibility study in the project area to connect with the existing
trail system from 2™ Street South Pine Cone Road to Sundance Road ¢ south side.

Council member Peterson discussed the landscaping plan and asked the developer to consider moving
the black hills spruce tree proposed for the northwest corner of the project due to a possible site line
hazard for vehicles entering or exiting the property on 2" Street.

Council member Hennes discussed possible issues with a metro bus having enough turning radius to
enter/exit the property.

Police Department
a. Approval to impose penalties in accordance with ordinance provisions for tobacco and/or
liguor compliance check failures at Country Store and Sundance Shell

Chief, Jim Hughes addressed the compliance failures for Country Manor and Sundance Shell. Both
license holders that failed the compliance checks were notified of the applicable penalty and
opportunity to request a hearing, however neither party requested a hearing. The Country Store is
subject to a $200 penalty for a second violation in 24 months for tobacco sale violation and Sundance
Shell is subject to a $200 penalty for a 2™ violation in 24 months for tobacco sale violation in addition to
a $1,000 penalty for a 3" violation in 3 years for liquor sale violation. Council has the option to consider
imposing a one day liquor license suspension in the case for Sundance Shell.

Council member Perske talked about a liquor suspension in the past whereby the City did impose the
one day liquor suspension for non-compliance. Perske said he feels it is important for the City to
maintain consistency with violations and penalties.
