a. NPDES Report & Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan
7:36 p. m. Mayor O'Driscoll opened the public hea
Development Director, Anita Rasmussen for presentation.

The National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Phase Il program is a federally mandated
program established by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to implement and maintain
stormwater management activities through a permitting mechanism in the City of Sartell. The permit
requires the City to incorporate six minimum control measures into a storm water pollution prevention
plan (SWPPP), which also needs to be updated on a yearly basis. Those six control measures include:
Public Education and Outreach, Public Participation/Involvement, lllicit Discharge Detection and
Elimination, Construction Site Runoff Control, Post-Construction Runoff Control, and Pollution
Prevention/Good Housekeeping. These measures are expected to result in significant reductions of
pollutants discharged into receiving water bodies.

The City is required to hold a public hearing to gain input on the SWPPP as part of the public
participation (the reason for this meeting tonight) and involvement control measure. In addition, the
City is required to submit to MPCA an annual report of those activities performed as outlined in the
2006 SWPPP.

There were no comments from the public. Mayor O'D

Council member Perske asked Anita if there were any issues with contractors. Anita explained the
enforcement work in progress and the process the City follows to ensure everyone is aware and in
compliance. Developers were notified of regulations through development summit meetings and
through the CMBA newsletters. Enforcement is always a key component.

a. Street lighting improvements for 23" Street South (action postponed from May 14, 2007
meeting).

As requested by the City Council at the May 14, 2007 meeting, City Engineer, Mike Nelson presented the

three street lighting project options explaining alternatives for style and height of light poles as well as

light coverage and costs. Mike explained the difference of light coverage fromanl 8’ t o .dhe2 8’ pol
cost difference range from $242,530.00 to $263.858.

After discussion, it was the consensus of the Council to remain consistent with the lighting that exists on

part of Connecticut Avenue and on 2 % Street as well as the style and spacing that has been adopted in

the street lighting plan. Approval of the Lumec L80, 150 Watt HPS fixtureson 1 8 decorative g
recommended.

Council member Hennes thanked the City Engineer for the report and agreed with the recommendation
to stay consistent . Hennes asked is anyone has invented solar powered street lights?

Council member Peterson agreed with the recommendation and that the plan appears to provide
sufficient lighting for roads and trails for night time travel.

Mike estimated the maintenance cost to operate one light is approximately $6 per month.

Points to Remember:

e The City has provided unprecedented opportunities for public comment.

e A specific development scenario is not selected through the AUAR process.

e The City Council will not decide “how much and
they adopt the Final AUAR —contrary to a recent letter in the paper

e Currently, the 2003 Comprehensive Plan guides the AUAR area for urban development with
municipal services

e The AUAR is one part of a much larger process

e In this process the City of Sartell is conside
logged in 2005.

e The mitigation plan requires that the loss of that habitat be compensated for through this

process
e Mitigation for the lost eagle habitat could occur on site, off site or a combination thereof
e No one has been found guilty of destroying the

e The City Council has neither jurisdiction, nor authority to investigate, or adjudicate that issue
e The City of Sartell is solely focused on mitigating impacts to the model eagle habitat that
surrounded the nest tree.

10-day Objection Period

e No objections were filed by state agencies.
e Since no objections were filed, the City is required to adopt the Final AUAR at its first regularly
scheduled meeting held 15 or more days after the distribution of the Final AUAR document
e The City is not Il egally requifgedtioniecomeenhs
e Non objection comments were received from five parties
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Recommended Revisions

e Add Federal Clean Water Act (Section 404) sequencing guidelines to Mitigation Plan
e Revise Long Term I mprovements (Post 2015) for

Mitigation Plan

e Future projects will need to be consistent with Mitigation Plan

e City Council, RGU, will determine if future projects are consistent

e If not consistent, then additional environmental review required (e.g., EAW, EIS, or updated
AUAR)

Council member Hennes would have preferred more specific recommendations regarding the eagle
habitat and wetlands impact. Hennes questioned how this is tracked with changes in Council and Staff.
Mr. Shardlow said the AUAR is updated every five years and/or until all considerations are met.

Council member Perske talked about wetland impacts as it relates to transportation issues and
additional roads. Mr. Shardlow explained that mitigation is handled as a separate process. Anita
Rasmussen talked about the wetland mitigation process and the decisions made through the TEP panel.

Public Works
a. Approval of low quote for budgeted installation of irrigation at Oak Hill Cemetery

Council member Hennes asked i f tlkethabauthicmeferertceer v' s a
toput the money for this project Biadwillohechifahe &theu pgr ade
cemetery is irrigated.

Council member Perske appreciates the improvements that have been made at the cemetery such as
paving the gravel road, lot demarcations and the fence painting, however has concerns about
maintenance of the system and personnel to keep the grass cut. Perske also said the project would be
nice, however not necessary.

Public Works Director, Brad Borders briefed the Council on the proposed five year improvements which
include the cemetery irrigation and explained that the project has been budgeted using beautification
funds. Borders stated, irrigation would greatly improve aesthetics of the cemetery.

May or O adibtatessupdatihglthe cemetery and suggested putting together a task force to
consider other burial amenities, such as mausoleums and cremations.

Consensus of the Council favored a task force to consider burial options and donations as well as a plan
for future expansion. Staff will provide a list of possible residents who may be interested in serving on
this task force at the next Council workshop.

At the request of the Council, Brad estimated the cost for one snow fall, covering personnel time,
salt/sand used at $4,000. This estimate was based on an 8-hour snow plowing, however replacement
cost, wear and tear on vehicles was not included in this estimated cost.

Mike Nelson, City Engineer presented his memorandum and updated the Council on sod replacement
from the 2006 Capital Improvement projects. Council members discussed the comparison of seeding
versus sod for replacement. Nelson talked about some of the new seeding techniques he will check
into.
