OLD BUSINESS

a. Feasibility report for sidewalk/trail improvements oil€SAH 29

City Engineer, Brian Davies discussed the feasibility study and options to install a sidewalk or bituminous

bike path on the south side of Benton County Highway 29/1% Street NE from County Road 33/Benton

Drive east to 14™ Avenue East. The project was divided into four segments and Brian talked about the

options of a six-foot concrete sidewalk versus an eight-foot bituminous trail. Consideration was given to

the amount of right-of-way available, grading impacts, Mn/DOT standards, wetland issues and existing

foot bituminous trail due to existing restraints.

The project was divided into the following four segments:
a. First Street NE from Benton Drive to 300 feet east of 5" Avenue East
b. First Street NE from 300 feet east of 5" Street East to 11" Avenue East
c. First Street NE from 11" Avenue East to 12" Avenue East
d. First Street NE from 12" Avenue East to 14" Avenue East (Not feasible)
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Cost estimates were presented.

Council member Lynch asked if the existing sidewalk near Country Manor would be saved? Engineer
Davies recommended the sidewalk be removed and replaced.

Council member Peterson questioned if there would be a cost savings if the sidewalk would be
constructed on both sides of Benton 29 at the same time. City Engineer indicated that typically there is
a cost savings if the sidewalk could be added to a larger project.

Council member Hennes suggested the project be constructed with all concrete rather than a mix of
concrete and bituminous surfacing if the entire south side sidewalk will be constructed.

Council member Lynch asked if there was any benefit to extending the sidewalk to 12™ Avenue East,
rather then stopping at 11" Avenue East? Brian Davies said there is no real benefit, the property
between 11" and 12" is zoned industrial and is not a residential area.

Finance Director, Mary Degiovanni explained funding options for the project. The most likely funding
source would be the street fund and the five year cash flow projections for that fund were circulated.
Based upon five year project plans, the fund runs at a deficit, but more detailed cost estimates are still
pending for street projects scheduled for 2008 and beyond. The Council decision requested was
whether this sidewalk extension is a funding priority, in which case we can change the timing or funding
in the current 5 year street plan in order to meet this sidewalk priority.

Both Council members Peterson and Hennes talked about the need for this project, especially with the
number of residents living on the east side, including Country Manor residents who may want to use the
sidewalk. Safety issues and concerns with traffic and speed limits were discussed. Peterson stressed the
need for a sidewalk on both the north and south side especially in the area of Val Smith Park and taking
into consideration the amount of children using the park as well as safety reasons.

Council member Lynch expressed concern of setting standards or precedence with a sidewalk on both
sides of the street and that he feels it would be redundant. Lynch talked about the issue of safety, and
pointedoutthata 2 YS 2 F { KrBads/sukhiagPiReCon¥ Rodd ¥fave a path on only one side of
the road and a 40 mph speed limit compared to a 30 mph limit on the east side.

b. Feasibility report for Magnolia Place Pond Reconstruction

City Engineer, Brian Davies presented the feasibility report for reconstruction of the sedimentation pond
located in the drainage and utility easement of the Magnolia Place plat. Reconstruction is necessary due
to the excavation around the pond embankment, removal of riprap located at the outlet of the storm
sewer system and disturbance of the vegetative cover.

City to be in several violations of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agencies storm water regulations.

The removal of the riprap placed at the outlet of the storm sewer has caused erosion at the storm sewer
outlet. The riprap and geotextile fabric that was removed near a storm sewer apron has been used for a
personal retaining wall. The excavation of the embankment of the pond has caused increased slopes
that are greater than the maximum slope allowed. The removal of the safety shelf or ledge has caused a
safety issue to children or trespassers that are nearby. Excavation has occurred on the westerly end of
the pond embankment and caused safety concerns and erosion to the pond slopes. The proposed
reconstruction willreturnthesSRAYSyY G G A2y LIR2YR SYol ylYSyl
maximum slope and place rip at the storm sewer outlets and inlets for stabilization requirements. The
disturbed area will be seeded and erosion control blanket will be placed to vegetate the disturbed area.

Total estimated project cost is $12,590.41

City Administrator, Patti Gartland gave a history of the advice given to the homeowner by the Public
Works staff, on at least two occasions, to stop removing the soil and to place it back where it came from.
The activity only stopped after legal counsel got involved. Because the homeowner did not restore the
area by his own action, the corrective work must be completed by the City with the cost being assessed
back to the property owner that illegally removed the soil.

a. Final plat and development agreement for Sundance Estates Plat 4

Anita Rasmussen, Planning and Community Development Director presented the final plat and
development agreement for Sundance Estates Plat 4 on behalf of the applicant, Torborg Builders.

The site is located East of Pine Cone Road. Access from County Road 133 or 2™ Street South would need
to be granted by Stearns County. The County will also need to verify the right of way along County Road
133 on the westerly side of the plat. Lot 1 consists of 1.10 acres and lot 2 is 9.56 acres (existing
twinhomes and townhomes). Setbacks for the lots would be the same as R-3 standards. The existing
townhomes and twinhomes located within the proposed lot 2 meet all setback requirements. No
additional public streets are being proposed.

The planning Commission and staff recommend approving the final plat and development agreement
provided the following conditions are met:

1. Issues by the City Engineer are resolved
2. Any issues raised by the County Engineer are resolved

b. Final plat and development agreement for AIE*2ddition

AIE Properties, LLC is requesting approval of their final plat and development agreement of AIE 2™
Addition. The size of the property is 3.69 consisting of Outlot A 2.19 acres and Lot 1, Block 1 at 1.5
acres. Both lots meet the minimum requirement of .75 acres in a CDZ zoning.
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A payment in lieu of parkland dedication will be required as a result of platting lot 1. Parkland dedication
is $4,616.00 and will need to be submitted prior to the recording of the final plat. Additional park
dedication will be required upon the platting of Outlot A.

A public street, 23" Street South, an east/west road will be constructed as per the projections of the
2003 Transportation Plan.

The following recommendations from the Joint Planning Commission and staff need to be met prior to
approval of the final plat:

1. That site plans must be submitted which conform to typical CDZ Retail standards for
development, in addition to the site design standards for those projects.

2. Park dedication in the amount of $4,616.00 be paid prior to the recording of the plat

3. Need to submit a petition for improvements to 23" Street South.

c. Site plan for Interventional Pain and Physical Medicine Clinic

Anita Rasmussen presented the site plan on behalf of Dr. Tom Kowalkowski to construct a medical clinic
at the intersection of Connecticut Avenue and 23" Street South.

The first phase building is proposed at 13,000 square feet with an addition to the existing building in
phase Il of 4,200 square feet. The building setback and height meets all requirements. A proposed
landscaping plan includes 19 total trees (14 deciduous trees and 5 coniferous trees) and 49 total shrubs
(40 deciduous and 9 coniferous). The building will be constructed of EIFS and face brick. The applicant
is proposing 73 parking spaces of which three are handicapped spaces. A lighting/photometric plan and
lighting specs have been submitted to the City for review. Four single parking lot lights, eleven single
wall lights, and two single pole lights are being proposed along the ingress/egress easement to Outlot A.
All lights are flat lens with full cut off design. The lumens on the west and south side should be re-
adjusted or indicate what the lumens are at the property line. The refuse enclosure will need to be four
sided and designed to match the building.

The following recommendations need to be met prior to approval:
1. All building department comments be resolved
2. All fire department comments be resolved
3. Submit a copy of the recorded ingress/egress easement prior to the building permit application
4. Aland disturbance permit application will need to be completed and approved prior to issuance
of a building permit

Council members discussed the addition of more handicapped parking spots, if needed. The developer
agreed to add more handicapped parking spots if/when the need arises. The building will have a fire
sprinkling system.
