a. Rengel Watab River preliminary plat and natural resource development plan

Anita Rasmussen, Planning and Community Development Director presented the request for preliminary 
plat approval for Rengel Watab River on behalf of Watab River Holdings, LLC Mitch Rengel Property.  The 
existing zoning is R-1, Single Family Residential.  Access to the lot would come from Sartell Street.  The 
lot is 3.14 acres located north of West Sartell Street and south of the Watab River. 
 
The property contains multiple environmentally sensitive areas.  The one lot plat is proposing a single 
family home setback a minimum of 120 feet from the ordinary high water mark. Typically the minimum 
setback for a principal structure would be 100 feet from the ordinary high water mark.  There are three 
reasons for the setback change as reviewed and approved by the Joint Planning Commission: 

1.  The house needed to be rotated to maintain a setback from the wetland on the East. 
2. The property owner has settled on an actual house square footage versus previous estimates. 
3. Desire by the property owner to save the mature oak tree in the middle of the driveway turn 

around, thus the house cannot be moved South. 
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The driveway is being placed within a cut pathway which already exists as a way to minimize tree 
removal.  Because of the length of the driveway, fire code requires a turnaround area for fire emergency 
vehicles. 
 
A payment in-lieu will need to be collected prior to recording  the plat in the amount of $1005.00 
 
A tree inventory and natural resource management plan has been completed as part of the review. 
 
Anita explained that it is the intent of the property owner to plat the property into one lot.  During the 
last EDT meeting, the property owner asked what the process would be If they would want to subdivide 
the property in the future.  During the meeting it was explained that the property owner would have the 
right to apply for future subdivisions, but that request would need to be reviewed against that of the 
ordinances in place at the time of the request. 
 
The volunteer scientist request that the plat be denied until the entire parcel is subdivided.  The 
scientists also believe that two or three lots  that utilize the non-sensitive portion of the site and leave 
the ESA undisturbed best fulfill the intent of the ESA Ordnance.  There is plenty of room to develop one, 
even two, possibly three homes in the non-sensitive portion of the parcel and leave the ESA in tact with 
no fill needed. 
 
The Planning Commission approved (4 approved, 1 deny, 1 absent) and staff recommends approval of 
the one lot preliminary plat provided the following conditions are met: 
 

1.  Recommendations as laid out in the natural resource management plan shall be followed. 
2. Hydrant spacing and trimmed driveway be enforced year-round as recommended by the Fire 

Marshal. 
3. All comments raised by the City Engineer be addressed.

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Council member Peterson talked about his visit to the site and asked the width of the proposed trail for 
the road into the property. Peterson expressed disappointment with the number of trees that appear 
will need to be removed.  Peterson questioned the amount of fill needed and excavator, Joe Lahr was at 
the meeting to explain the reason for the large amount of fill needed is for the home as well as the road.   
Peterson said it is difficult to vote in favor of the project after reviewing the recommendations from the 
scientists to deny the project, as well as his concerns of protecting the land and the ordnance.  Anita

recommended looking for alternatives to protect the landowner as well as the ESA Ordinance. 
 
Council member Perske discussed elevation and connection to the sanitary sewer line.  Engineer Davies 
explained the process. 
 
Council member Hennes questioned the gravel road to the property and if that road will be maintained 
by the City.  Anita  confirmed this is a private road to be maintained by the property owner.  Hennes 
asked which one of the Joint Planning Commission voted against the project and the reason.   Sandy 
Cordie voted against the property however did not give a reason. 
 
Council member Lynch talked about the reasons the scientist recommended denial. It was also noted 
that one reason for the denial of the plat by the scientist was due to the inquiry from the property 
owner regarding the potential for further subdivision of the lot to create additional buildable lots. 
 
Council member Perske reaffirmed the fact that no ordinances are being violated by passing this 
resolution.

overview of the proposed project which consists of the reconstruction of a sedimentation pond that was 
constructed as part of the Magnolia Place Improvement project in 2001.  The reconstruction is due to 
excavation around the pond embankment, removal of rip rap located at the outlet of the storm sewer 
system and disturbance of the vegetative cover.

City to be in several violations of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agencies storm water regulations.  
The removal of the riprap placed at the outlet of the storm sewer between Lots 9 & 10, block 2 has 
caused erosion at the storm sewer outlet. The riprap and geotextile fabric that was removed near a 
storm sewer apron has been used for a personal retaining wall. The excavation of the embankment of 
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the pond has caused increased slopes as well as the removal of the safety shelf or ledge and created 
safety issues to children or trespassers. 
 
Excavation has occurred to the westerly  end of the pond embankment and has caused safety concerns 
and current erosion to the pond slopes.  The excavation has caused disturbance to the vegetative pond 
slope and has in turn lead to erosion of the pond embankment.   
 
The proposed reconstruction will return the sedimentation pond embankment back to the City 
standards for maximum slope and place rip at the storm sewer outlets and inlets for stabilization 
requirements.  The disturbed area will be seeded and erosion control blanket will be placed to vegetate 
the disturbed area. 
 
All construction will occur within a drainage and utility easement.  The total estimated project cost is 
$12,590.41.

Council member Hennes reported on the Initiative Foundation seminar he attended along with Patti 
Gartland and  Anita Rasmussen regarding seven steps for building a community center.  Hennes spoke 
briefly about planning a partnership with neighboring cities for a center.
