4. The city and utility companies are not responsible for damage to any vegetation located within a 

drainage and utility easement as a result of utility work. 
5. A land disturbance permit will need to be submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit.

Therese presented the request for site plan approval for a forty eight unit memory care facility to be located 
off of Brianna Drive.  Therese made the following recommendations: 

1. All engineering, fire, public works and building department issues are resolved. 
2. The proposed elevation for the entrance to Roberts Road will need to tie into the proposed elevation 

from the EA Study for Roberts Road. 
3. No flood lights shall be allowed and wall lighting shall be full-cut off.  Specification plans shall be 

submitted. 
4. The city and utility companies are not responsible for any damage that may occur to the existing 2 

spruce trees located in the drainage and utility easement as a result of utility work. 
5. Pay park dedication fees in the amount of $48,864.00. 
6. A land disturbance permit will need to be submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit. 

 
Commission members Hettwer and Bromenschenkel would like to see some sort of park area located on site 
of the property.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT ɀ BRENTON KENT 
 
Therese presented the Conditional Use Permit request by Brenton Kent.  The proposed property is located at 
805 Riverside Avenue South.  The conditional use permit would be for the use to redevelop and operate a car 
dealership. 
 
Therese presented the following recommendations: 

1. All lighting shall deflect away from adjacent properties.  All lights will be full-cut off and no 
floodlights allowed. 

2. Pole lighting will be flat lens and parallel to the pavement. 
3. Lighting will not exceed .5 lumens at the property lines. 
4. Seven additional parking spaces will need to be provided for employees/customers. 
5. Minor automotive repair work shall be included in the site plan separating the indoor sales area 

and the out. 
6. The outside automotive sales area cannot exceed twice the aggregate indoor sales area. 
7. A 3 foot berm will be required on Outlot B of the new landscape area to screen the parking 

spaces onto Riverside Ave South/County Road 1. 
8. An egress and ingress easement and a drainage and utility easement will be need to be provided 

on the southwest portion of lot 2, block 1 and on lot 3 block 1 of the Geyer Plat. 
9. The easement agreements shall be drafted prior to the city council meeting and public hearing 

for the conditional use permit and site plan approval on November 26, 2007. 
10. The easement agreements shall be recorded prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy 

for the Denny Hecker automotive dealership. 
11. The property owners are responsible for monitoring cross traffic from Outlot B to adjacent lot 3, 

block 1. 
12. The city is not responsible for controlling and directing cross traffic between Outlot B and lot 2, 

block 1.  This shall be the responsibility of the property owners. 
13. The applicant hook up to city water services. 

 
Mark Bromenschenkel suggested re-addressing the property so that it better fits in with the addressing along 
Riverside Avenue South.
