Tom Beutel called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. 
 
AGENDA REVIEW AND ADOPTION 
 
Therese presented the amended agenda which included items 3A, motion 5-8 and item 3D be removed. 
 
A MOTION WAS MADE BY HETTWER TO APPROVE THE AGENDA AS AMENDED.  THE MOTION WAS

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS 
 
The commission reminded staff that they still need to approve the August 1, 2007 minutes and would like 
that included in the November Planning Commission packet.

LAND USE AMENDMENT/REZONING THOMAS TOOL  
 

 Therese presented the land use amendment for the Thomas Tool property from Light Industrial to General 
Business.  A recommendation from the Economic Development Commission and staff was made to deny the 
lane use amendment and rezoning on the findings of fact. 
 
Representatives of Thomas Tool are looking for either a rezoning or an amendment to the current zoning 
ordinance for light industrial which would expand the type of business that could be housed in the light 
industrial zoning. 
 
Reggie Farley was present representing Thomas Tool. 
 
Jerry suggested that Thomas Tool come back to the Planning Commission with a suggestion as to what they 
would like to see added to an I-1 Zoning Amendment. 
 
Thomas Tool would like to table this request so that they can work with staff to further discuss the zoning 
issues on the land.

SITE PLAN ɀ SARTELL DENTAL CLINIC 
 
Therese presented the request for Site Plan Approval for Sartell Dental and Joshua Lucas for the construction 
of a dental clinic located at 151 19th Street South. 
 
Therese made the following recommendations: 

1.  All engineering, fire, public works and building department issues are resolved. 
2. All infiltration areas will need to be rain gardens.  Natural vegetation is more adaptive to climate 

changes and drought. 
3. A land disturbance permit will need to be submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit.

SITE PLAN ɀ MIDDLETOWN 2 APARTMENTS 
 
Therese presented the request for site plan approval for Middletown 2 Apartments.  She noted the following 
recommendations: 

1.  Engineering, fire, public works, and building department comments are resolved. 
2. Pay park dedication fees in the amount of $50,900. 
3. 13 additional parking spaces will be constructed if the need for any parking spaces has been 

determined by the City (i.e.  cars parked within the public streets or through complaints by the 
residents of the complex.) 

4. A land disturbance permit application will be submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit. 
 
Mark questioned the driveway locations of this property and adjacent properties.

Therese recommended tabling the variance request until after the public hearing at the LeSauk Townboard 
meeting is held on October 9th were it would be brought to the next Joint Planning Commission meeting in 
November for a decision. 
 
Troy Gilcrest, representing LeSauk Township, presented his views regarding the background on the due 
process between LeSauk Township and the City of Sartell. 
 
VARIANCE ɀ RICHARD & BEATRICE NEU 
 
Ron Naber presented the request for a lot size variance.  The City of Sauk Rapids has taken a part of the lot for 
the need of the new bridge that is being built off of 9th !ÖÅÎÕÅ .ÏÒÔÈ ÉÎ 3ÁÕË 2ÁÐÉÄÓȢ  4ÈÅ .ÅÕȭÓ ÁÒÅ ÌÏÏËÉÎÇ 
for a variance so that the property will be treated as a legal non-conforming lot.
