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As a result of the hail storm that occurred on Wednesday evening the 20th of June 2007, in addition to 

damage to vehicles, many structures have experienced damage to their exterior roof, siding and 

windows. The public is encouraged to exercise care in the selection of a qualified, reputable contractor 

to assist them with repair and replacement work and to check with their insurance agent or company 

regarding policy coverage and filing claims. The Minnesota Department of Commerce website has very 

helpful information for consumers about making claims and what to avoid:

The public is also reminded that the State Building Code, as adopted by the City of Sartell, requires 

Building Permits for the repair or replacement of roofing materials, siding and windows.  In order to 

obtain a Building Permit for such work, a completed application must be submitted to Sartell City Hall.  

Permit applications can be obtained at the Sartell City Hall or via the City web site: www.sartellmn.com.   

All contractors applying for a building permit must provide a valid residential contractor’s license 

number issued by the Minnesota Department of Labor and Industry or a copy of their exemption card. 

Homeowners choosing to apply for their own permit and either doing the work themselves or hiring a 

contractor to do the work are solely and personally responsible for any violations of the State Building 

Code and/or City ordinance in connection with the work performed on the property. In addition, any 

homeowner applying for a permit and hiring an unlicensed residential contractor would forfeit any 

rights to reimbursement from the Contractor’s recovery fund. To determine whether a particular 

contractor is required to be licensed or to check on the licensing status of individual contractors, you can 

call the Minnesota Department of Labor and Industry at (651)284-5065 or E-mail:

 Building Contractors which are soliciting business within the Sartell City limits are required by City 

Ordinance to register with the city by completing a Peddler/Solicitor/Merchant Registration Form. These 

forms are provided by and must be submitted to the Sartell Police Department located at 310 2nd St. 

South.
