FINAL PLAT ɀ HERITAGE PLACE 2 
 
Anita presented the request for the final plat of Heritage Place Plat 2.  This plat would consist of apartment 
complexes and need to follow the CDZ zoning standards.  The plat contains 105.39acres.  Anita presented the 
following recommendation: 

1. Park dedication will be in the form of a payment in lieu of land dedication and paid at the time 
and with the rate adopted at the time of the issuance of a building permit. 

2. As the individual apartment and townhome lots develop, each development will be required to 
go through site plan approval where the ingress/egresses will be determined and approved. 

3. Engineering issues are addressed. 
4. Fire Marshal/Building department issues are resolved. 
5. Petition for improvements are submitted. 
6. That appropriate drainage and utility easements are dedicated as needed and determined 

through the site plan review process.

SITE PLAN ɀ HERITAGE PLACE SENIOR APARTMENTS 
 
Therese presented the request by Kornovich Development by Site Plan Approval for Heritage Place Senior 
Apartment.  
 
She reviewed all of the comments made by the Fire, Public Works, and building departments. 
 
Bob reviewed the engineering concerns at which they would like to look at the revised grading plan for the 
proposed property as the property will meet up with Roberts Road and Roberts Road has yet to be 
completed.  Because of this condition, staff requested that the site plan be tabled until a time that this revised 
plan can be approved by the engineers. 
 
Mr. Kornovich, representing Kornovich Development, requested that the Planning Commission approve the 
site plan with the condition that a revised grading plan be produced and approved by the City Engineers. 
 
Mark suggested if it could be approved with staff approval and presented to the Council on the September 24, 
2007 meeting. 
 
Mr. Kornovich agreed to that suggestion.

SITE PLAN ɀ CELEBRATION LUTHERAN CHURCH 
 
Therese presented the request by Celebration Lutheran Church for site plan approval for the construction of a 
new Church building on the corner of Pine Cone Road North and 15th Street North. 
 
Therese made the following recommendations: 

1. That all comments and concerns by the Engineering Department, Public Works Department, Building 
Department and  Fire Marshal are met. 

2. Provide a turnaround at the southeasterly access for emergency vehicles. 
3. That the turning radius of access roads be at least 20 feet for emergency vehicles. 
4. Provide an additional 19 understory shrubs to meet the landscaping ordinance. 
5. All mechanical equipment shall be screened from view. 
6. A land disturbance permit application will need to be submitted prior to the issuance of a building 

permit. 
 
Bob explained that the engineering department would like to see the entrance/exit on Pine Cone Road 
utilized as a right in/right out exit and at the time that 17th Street North would be extended; the entrance/exit 
would then be moved to 17th Street North.
