b. Heritage Place 2 final plat and development agreement

Anita Rasmussen, Planning & Community Development Director presented the final plat and
development agreement for Heritage Place Plat 2 on behalf of Kornovich Development. The
development is located South of Heritage Drive and west of 50" Avenue, consisting of 16 acres.

The plat was originally platted with 100 feet of ROW, however with the realignment of Heritage Drive a
minimum of 120 feet will be required. Heritage Place 2 does provide for an additional 10 feet of ROW
on the southerly side and upon final platting of the property to the north, the additional 10 feet of ROW
will need to be dedicated.

A 6 ft. concrete sidewalk will be located on the eastern side of 7™ Avenue South. The park commission
had recommended that the parkland dedication include a lateral pedestrian trail in the middle of block
1. Land dedication will be credited against the payment in lieu amount which would be collected at the
time of a building permit is issued for the 48 unit apartment complex.

The final plat is consistent with the preliminary plat.

The Planning Commission and Staff recommends approval provided the following conditions are met:

1. Park dedication will be in the form of a payment in lieu of land dedication and paid at the

time and with the rate adopted at the time of the issuance of a building permit.

2. Asthe individual apartment and townhome lots develop, each development will be required
to go through site plan approval where the ingress/egresses will be determined and
approved.

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c. Heritage Senior Homes site plan

Anita Rasmussen presented the Heritage Senior homes site plan on behalf of the applicant, Kornovich
Development Company, Inc. Approval is requested for a 48 unit assisted living apartment complex to be
located South of Roberts Road and Heritage Drive. Land use designation is single and multiple family
residential.

Parking, lighting, signage, waste handling and wetland ordinance requirements have all been met. As
suggested earlier by the Council, the green ash trees will be replaced with disease resistant trees.

Staff and the Joint Planning Commission recommended approval of the Heritage Senior Homes site plan
provided the following conditions are met.

1. All engineering, fire, public works, and bulding department comments are met.

Council member Peterson talked about his concern for outdoor lights and that it seems to him there are
not enough parking lot lights especially for a senior community. Anita explained the lighting
requirements at .5 lumens at the lot lines and full cut off parking lot lights. The City Ordinance does not
specify a minimum or maximum distance between parking lot light poles.

Units in the development will be approximately 800+ square feet with kitchen facilities. According to the
developer, one meal will be provided in the Community Center and residents have the option to
prepare other meals in their apartments. Owners of the development are working on plans for interior
amenities. The building will be equipped with an automatic sprinkler system.

Council member Hennes commented on the nice addition to the community, great location near walking
trails and Town Center. A suggestion was made to have garden areas for residents.

Staff will work with the landscape professionals for alternatives to green ash trees on the site plan.

e. MTC annual operations update

Representatives of Metro Bus, David Tripp and Tom Cruikshank were on hand to discuss MTC services.
Planning and Marketing Director, Tom Cruikshank briefly reviewed the infrastructure for MTC and
presented a history of how the ridership started in Sartell, how changes were made and services
extended. Initial and restructured routes including the addition of the Holiday Trolley and special
summer scheduled routes for Oak Ridge Elementary Kidstop were explained . Mr. Cruikshank talked
about the necessity for drivers to stay on time and some of the traffic issues which interfere with timely
stops. A proposal was made to remove service from County Road 29 and Highway 15 and replace it with
service on Riverside Avenue. Sartell Dial-a-Ride and system-wide ridership statistics were shared.
Cruikshank talked about fleet replacement, adding bus shelters, service needs, goals, improvements to
accommodate Dial-a-Ride growth, and continued marketing promotions.

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Council members expressed concern with dropping the MTC service on the east side especially service
from Country Manor to Centra Care Plaza. Council member Peterson lives on the east side and is aware
the 2 stops are frequently used and would appreciate if the MTC would continue service to this area.

Council member Hennes suggested MTC be creative to increase ridership, possibly transition into
smaller more economical busses, or turtle top busses and not cut back on service, especially with the
growing number of seniors using the system. Hennes asked what is being done to let people know about
the upcoming changes?

Cruikshank said there will be a public hearing on October 2™ at 5 p.m. at St. Cloud Council chambers.
Council members suggested handing out fliers to as many people as possible notifying them of the
proposed changes, so opinion can be heard at the public hearing.

h. Consideration of allocation guideline for investment of estimated $ddlllion in local option
sales tax revenues (continued from September 20, 2007, Council workshop)

Patti Gartland provided a hand out based on the consensus and unanimous vote of the Council from
the workshop of September 20, 2007 for allocation guidelines on how to use the projected $11,000,000,
estimated amount of local option sales tax revenues. The four categories were land acquisition,
roadways, athletic facilities and community resource center.

The following represents some of the comments and ideas shared.

Council member Perske feels it is unrealistic to believe the City will be receiving the entire amount of
sales tax revenues anticipated and cannot support allocation of $10 million for roads. Perske does not
believe this is what the voters wanted and suggested the City take care of other amenities prior to
approving roads.

Council member Peterson also has issues with a large dollar amount going to roads and suggested the
City come up with another way to fund roads rather than using half cent sales tax money. Use the half
cent sales tax to pay for amenities the taxpayers want, rather than roads, if there is money left over,
then use the excess for roads. The problem with adding roads is the issue of keeping up with the
maintenance and according to earlier reports, the City is already running behind on maintaining roads.
Peterson is concerned of funding roads and not having enough money left for other projects.

To Council member Lynch this is a reasonable proposal and exactly what the voters wanted. 80% of the
voters approved spending up to $10,000,000 on roads and Lynch emphasized that if no sales tax money
is spent on roads, residents will be paying for roads through higher real estate taxes. Lynch feels it is
short sighted not to invest in roads, because investing in infrastructure will bring development and
economic growth. Need Roberts road as an east/west collector to increase development in the Town
Center area as well as 50™ Avenue and 4™ Avenue for regional developments. Heritage road is also in
dire need of improvements as well as Pine Cone Road North past Oak Ridge Elementary. Lynch approves
the allocated guidelines as recommended in all four categories as presented.

Council member Hennes talked about the importance of a consensus of the Council and agrees with the
need for new roadways as well as maintenance of the existing streets. Hennes suggested shifting some
of the funds in the categories and allow staff to make small adjustments.

Council member Perske agreed that if the City is guaranteed we will receive a total of $24 million in sales

Finance Director, Mary Degiovanni explained that the projections have not changed from what the
voters approved. Itis important to plan for funding options, such as grants writing and trust for public
land acquisition. Mary stressed the fact that action by the council on the guidelines tonight does not
authorize spending of all the sales tax revenues but is only a financial framework tool if $11 million is
collected. The sales tax questions were written so the city could only spend as much of the money for
projects as authorized in each category by the voters. Mary said it is difficult to do a multimillion dollar
project with no plan for future, framework is important.

In reviewing the allocation guidelines, Hennes suggested $3 million on land acquisition, $3.5 million for
roadways, $2.2 million for athletic and recreational plus $700,000 for trails and $1.6 million for a
Community Resource Center.

Council member Lynch still feels we are short changing roads, but can live with the plan in order to get
consensus of the Council.

Council member Lynch commented about the needs in some categories being greater than in other

categories and he does not agree with 25% for each category. Economic development and how the

money is invested will get the best return on sales tax dollars. From the experts retail study, major roads

need to be completed for business, which will benefit the entire city. We need to move forward with

making an investment to aid development, need roads in Town Center area.

This is the

funding source for roads the City has been waiting for, to build safer roads, trails and to move forward

on all projects. Without additional growth, the city would need to fund road projects on our own which

would only increase property taxes. With sales tax dollars the city will be able to move forward with

infrastructure, build roads and the economy and move forward with all projects on this proposal. The

possibility exists to collect more than $11 million, possibly $13 - $15 million. This is clearly a win-win

aAldzr GA2y F2NI NBaARSyiGaod !
